Crime in Chartley

We have been tracking crime it
in our community ever since thae-i
ception of our COP Program. The
statistics we have gathered have
shown that crime throughout the
county (including Chartley) has lfo
lowed a simila pattern in each of the
7 years since we began monitoring it.
For example, historically our stafi
tics have shown that from January
thru March crime has been relatively
low. This has been followed by a
slight increase that usually occurs in
the April timdrame. After that,
crime has always dropped again until
mid-June when a slight upward trend
takes place, which lasts until [se
tember. Crime then has usually fallen
somewhat from September until
Thanksgiving. The period from
Thanksgiving throughout the hdiy
season has historically been the-p
riod of maximum crime both within
the county and in Chartley.

The statistics we have for theep
riod January thru November 2009
show that, while crime within Chiar

As an example of this increase,
crime within the Precinct 3 areaaju
drupled during the June thru Nowe
ber timeframe while crime within
Chartley only increased appro
imately 10%. Most of the crimeser
ported during that period were, in
rank order, theft from automobiles,
general theft, destruction of property,
and nondomestic assault. Homa-bu
glaries also began to in@se in @-
tober and November 2009. Crime
within Chartley during the same
timeframe followed this pattern, but
was much lower. We believe that the
mayjority of this increase throughout
Precinct 3 is due to the currentoec
nomic conditions within the country.
We are also convinced that crime
within Chartley has remained eel
tively low due to our active COP
Program.
