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Mission Statement

The purpose of the Chartley Homeowners Asso-

We recently
started this by working to clean up
the stream between Chartley Drive
and Highmeadow Road. My sincere
thanks to Ernie Schmidhauser
who was the Chairperson for this
event, and to all those who volun-
teered to help with that successful
effort. Keeping all of Chartley clean
not only maintains property values
and creates a healthier community
for everyone, but it also sends a
message to the criminal element
that WE CARE. It also makes good
common sense.

Our membership numbers con-
tinue to be cause for concern. As of
the date of this writing, our mem-
bership stands at only 31 percent.
We had hoped that our decline in
membership was due to our resi-
dents not remembering to renew
with each fiscal year (July 1 to June
30). As we have stated many times
in the past, we absolutely must im-
prove our membership numbers if
we are to continue to be successful
in acquiring the necessary State or
County assistance, or funding, to

meet any of our c o mmu n i nt -

cerns. We are currently working
with Baltimore County on several
issues that we consider to be of
great importance to our community.
For example, the repair and repav-
ing of our streets that the County
began several years ago, but never
completed. To accomplish this or
anything else where we must ap-
proach the State or the County, it is
imperative that we improve our
membership numbers. The govern-
ment leaders want to know how
many homeowners we represent. If
we can show 75%, that will result
in a far more positive response than
if we can only show 31%. Please
remember that CHA does not have
any restrictive covenants and our

dues are only $10.00 per household

per year. That is less than 3 cents a

day! Now where else can you get so

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Homeowners Associations
and Restrictive Covenants

For quite some time now, we have
tried to emphasize that Chartley
Homeowners  Association (CHA)
does not have restrictive covenants.
But what exactly does that mean? As
defined by Wikipedia, the online free

encycl opedrictiae cové A

nant is a type of real covenant, a le-
gal obligation imposed in a deed by
the seller upon the buyer of real es-

ing, and selling of homes and sites
within the subdivision. Membership
in the homeowners association by a
residential buyer is typically a condi-
tion of purchase. The buyer isn't giv-
en an option to reject it. According to
Wikipedia, this enables the developer
to retain Aprivi
governing the association, while al-
lowing the developer to exit financial
and legal responsibility of the organ-
ization, typically by transferring
ownership of the association to the

They were well known even in Ro-
man law, but did not become estab-
lished in England or the United
States until the 19th century. They
are primarily designed to limit the
use of property. For example, go-
vernmental agencies and some non-
profit organizations use restrictive
covenants to preserve open spaces,
historic structures, wildlife habitats,
etc. But they are also used to protect
residential property values and pro-
vide neighborhood stability. Today,
these types of residential covenants
are relatively common in the United
States. They differ from a zoning
regulation in that they are created
and enforced by the contract between
the property owners whose property
is affected, rather than by a govern-
mental agency.

Wikipedia also states that restric-
tive covenants
the land™ and are enforceable on sub-
sequent buyers of the property. In
real estate transactions, restrictive
covenants are binding legal obliga-
tions written into the deed of a prop-
erty by the seller. These covenants
can be either simple or complex, and
can be passed to a subsequent buyer
of the propert e
nants are initiated by a property de-
veloper when they subdivide the land
for residential development. The de-
veloper may form a homeowners
association to allow them to control
the development, managing, market-

These restrictive covenants then
Arun with the |
subsequent buyers. If an owner sells
the property, he/she ceases to be a
member of that homeowners associa-
tion and the new owner is required
by the restrictive covenants to be-
come a member. Usually, all mem-
bers must pay assessments or fees
and must abide by the restrictions of
the association.

There are many, many different
kinds of restrictive covenants that
may be incorporated into the proper-
ty deed. For example, they may limit
the size and placement of homes,
exterior colors, pets, fences, parking
areas, ages of residents, use of barbe-
cues, etc. Most state laws, however,
require that a copy of these restric-
tions be recorded with the county
recorder and be provided to any
prospective purchbsar. Suchr rules or
limitations may then be enforced by
the homeowners association or by
individual owners who can bring
lawsuits against violators.

Well, there you have it, for better
or worse. Some communities prefer
restrictive covenants because they
are intended to protect property val-

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Crime In Chartley

Ever since we started our Citizens
On Patrol Program nine years ago,
we have been constantly working to

keep crime out of Chartley.
We havenot co
eliminated crime, but our
crime rate has historically
been one of the lowest in
the area. According to the
police, this success has
largely been due to our
active COP Program.
However, in June 2009,
crime throughout Precinct
3 quadrupled and remained
at that high rate for the re-
mainder of 2009 and into
2010. This increase paral-
leled the downturn in the
national economy and was
viewed as typical in such a
situation. During 2010, this
high crime rate began to
decrease throughout the
Precinct. Crime within
Chartley also increased
during 2009, particularly
from June thru December
of that year, but was still
substantially below other
neighborhoods in the area.
In the early part of 2009,
Chartley averaged around
5 crimes per month, but
that figure increased to

Chart 1 below shows the type and

number of crimes that were reported
within Chartley during both 2009
and 2010. As can be readily seen, we

almost 11 per month by
the end of the year. Fur-
ther review revealed that
part of this significant in-
crease throughout the Precinct, and
within Chartley, was also due to a
vast improvement in the computer
data base in May 2009 that allowed
the public to view these reported
crimes in every community. For the
first  time, crime information
throughout the area was quickly
available electronically to the public.
Consequently, reported crimes could
be rapidly measured and tracked for
comparative analysis as opposed to
acquiring such information manually
days, or even weeks, after the fact.

Keeping Deer Away
From Your Plants

Four years ago, | had beautiful to-
mato plants, hostas, impatiens, dayli-
lies etc., etc, until one night when
Bambi and friends decided to pig out
on them. | was furious! However, it
was too late! Soon afterwards, my
wife found a recipe in a book on how
to control pests that has proved to be
worth its weight in gold. We have
used this recipe ever since then, and
it REALLY
had any deer problems since.

Deer are creatures of habit. Once
they find a food source, they will
come back every night. You can al-
most set your watch with their punc-

spray bottle mix, or 3 eggs in a

gallon mix.

Break egg into water (32 oz. for

lon of water.

Wisk egg until thoroughly mixed.
Let sit in water for 1 1/2 hours

and re-stir mix periodically.

Spray plants
Store any unused mixture in e-

frigerator. When reusing mix
that has been stored in refrig-
rator, let stand in sun until it
reaches air temperature (This

helps to keep the plants from

going into shock).

tuality. The trick is not to let them
get into the habit of finding, what to
them is a salad bowl, in the first
place. Even if you miss a few plants
and the deer get to them first, using

this recipe will keep them from com-
ing back to that plant again.

The formula for the recipe is an
egg and water mixture that you spray
on the plants you want to protect. It
does not have any noticeable smell to
humans, even after being on plants
for days, but the deer cannot stand it!
They will bypass that plant and go
somewhere else. The spray will not
wash off the plant during a gentle
rain, but you will have to re-spray
after a hard rain or after watering
your plants or flowers with a sprink-
Il er . 't 6s al spoy
after several days during periods of
no rain.

This recipe does not keep rabbits
or squirrels away from your plants,
but they are not fond of tomato, hos-
ta, or impatiens. Try sprinkling red
pepper around plants preferred by
rabbits or squirrels. They will look
elsewhere for their meal.
