Treasurer’s Report:  The report was discussed and a motion was made to accept by 
George Vintz, seconded by Jane Hienz and then approved.

President’s Report: Sonia mentioned the potential speakers for the April general meeting (volunteers from Reisterstown Fire Co., Comcast has not responded to request for someone to discuss the digital change issue, someone about the PUD, someone about the Main Street revitalization, police rep to speak on crime) and she asked for any others. She reminded every chairperson to submit a summary of their responsibilities. Sonia discussed the Revitalization Meeting in Towson she attended mentioning that they intended to have a meeting with the merchants and another meeting with the Chamber of Commerce. They will also be defining the boundaries to be involved which may go as far south as Franklin Boulevard and north as Route 30. 
Correspondence:  email from ROG about the Paper Shredding Day to be held May 2nd in front of Office Depot. Details will be listed in the next Chatter.
Committee Reports:

Block Captains:  Fliers for Scholarship applications were distributed by the block captains.
Hospitality:  No volunteer.  Jack showed everyone a draft of a welcome letter and then discussion followed about the most efficient way to distribute and mark the database; since, we are offering new homeowners membership for the rest of the fiscal year. 
Membership:  232 members for the current year. There was a good response from the post card mailing. 
Newsletter:  Problems were solved with the computer virus. There is a March 21st deadline for the next Chatter; so, it can be printed and distributed the first part of April.  

Jack Sloan has sent invoices(28) and received $395 of the $1225 total billed. Hard copies of the Chatter were sent to the advertisers. Another invoice will be mailed to those unpaid giving them a deadline of March 20th to pay in full or their ad won’t be in the April Chatter. 
Police Rep:  No report.
COP Nite out:  No report.

COP:  The grant application will be mailed this week. We are asking for $500 with $250 of that slated for the COP Nite out fliers. Officer Appreciation Day will be 6/6/09 at Franklin Station from 11am-5pm. Officer Kaufman is still offering to provide a security survey for homeowners if they desire. Dave said he had it done and it is an excellent service to the commumity. Crimes are down in the area (50-last month and only 10-this month). Chartley dropped from 5 to 4. 
Scholarship:  Alex Daly told Annelise that he would like the donations given as scholarships over several years, wanted the scholarship guidelines to be the same for Phyllis’ scholarship as used in the past and he would like to be the person to present the scholarship. All agreed that was fine. Annelise has given out 4 applications and copies are in local high schools as well including Loyola High School and Mt. de Sales. She has two other members on her committee as readers. 
Zoning:  Rental properties in the community were discussed specifically focusing on those with more than one family. Also, there was discussion related to dogs which are left outside 24/7 and barking at late hours – whether these problems are code enforcement, the councilman or county executive’s office. George is working with the county to get the zoning sweep date so it can be in the next Chatter. 
ROG:  No report since the March meeting was cancelled due to weather.
Nominating Committee: George reported that he is waiting for a reply from our potential nominee for the vice-president position. Edith sent an email today that she can no longer do the secretary work so that position will need to be filled. Jeanne offered to complete the secretary duties for the rest of this fiscal year.
