                                                     APRIL 28, 2005

The general meeting of the Chartley Homeowners’ Association was called to order by George Vintz, President, at 7:05 p.m.

There were opening remarks and welcome by the president.  He announced his agenda for the evening: a report to residents; stream restoration by the County; election of officers; and an open forum.

The minutes of the last general  meeting were approved by the members.

Report to the residents:

Membership in ‘02-’03 was 34%; ‘03’- ’04 was 39%, and ‘04-’05 was 42%.  There was an overall growth in membership of 14% in 2004.  The organization is working to achieve membership of more than half the members, if not more.  Help from the membership was solicited in the form of talking to neighbors and new arrivals.

Successful projects discussed: road resurfacing; the storm drain culvert; the zoning sweeps; the community bulletin boards (May 27th ); clean-up day (May 7th at Glyndon); street lighting for Glyndon Drive and traffic calming on Chartley Drive (The latter two are being worked on by members of the committee and residents that live on the respective streets); the Molinaro scholarship award; Citizens on Patrol and their “Night Out” (August 2nd) and the proposed farmers’ market.  It was stressed that community support and participation were greatly needed.

Treasurer’s Report  with the income and disbursements was discussed.  There is presently  $1,315.75 in the Association’s account.

The Jim Smith Picnic Day: A motion was made to have the board and their spouses attend this event.  Discussion followed explaining the need to get permission from the membership, according to our bylaws, to purchase the tickets.  It was stressed that it would be a way of networking the local politicians and aides of the County, letting them know that our organization is taking an active role in County events and also representing our association at the some time.  It was passed by the membership and the tickets will be purchased.

The Gwynns Falls Restoration: (The stream between Highmeadow and Chartley). Representatives from the County, represented by Rob Ryan, supervisor, Joanie Klair, improvement manager and Scott Lowe, project designer, discussed the process they are going through to improve the old stream and make it into a natural, environmentally productive stream.  It is actually classified as a Use III trout stream.  The process is to remove the old concrete, (2500 feet of it), restore the natural stream bed, and buffer the banks.  

The stream bed will be cleaned out, shaped and defined.  Low boulders and rip rap, some subsurface, will be used to keep the bed from eroding and flowing out of its natural banks.  Then bank vegetation will be planted, such aswillows, shrubs, grasses to help stop the erosion process further.   This will give the area a natural buffer zone.  The whole idea is to make it as maintenance free as possible.  

This process will take about 18 months.  This is because the County can’t work on it between October and April of any year, the permits need to be applied for and this also includes the time the construction work will take.  The actual construction will begin May of ’07.  The project has been funded.  It will cost around $164.000.

Election of officers:  Nominations were called for from the floor.  Hearing none, the officers on the slate were elected to their office as follows:  Mike Toohey, President; Brian Leubecker, Vice-President; Edna Kelly, Secretary; and Jack Livermore, Treasurer.   The members expressed their appreciation for the great job George Vintz has done for the past two years.

Open forum topics:  

1. The open field full of vegetation at the top of Sacred Heart at Walgrove, what to do about it.

2. A light at Glyndon and Main Street (a motion was made and passed to ask ROG to pressure the County for a light)  The person to call would be David Malkowski, the State’s district engineer at 410-321-2810.  Let him know that you want a light at Main and Glyndon.

3. Attending the Bloomin’ Arts Fest on May 14.  Volunteers are needed.

4. Chartley Shopping Center:  The association wants shops, not county services.

The meeting was concluded at 8:25 p.m.
