Community Sweep 

A letter was sent to Baltimore Countyôs 
Code Enforcement Department requesting 

a review all the homes in the Chartley 

Community for zoning violations. Accord-

ing to this department, the sweep will take 

place sometime in early August. 

The focus of the sweep will be on prop-

erties that are in disrepair or may have 

become a hazard/blight on the community 

and are in violation of Baltimore County 

Zoning Code. 

¶ Homes where unlicensed motor ve-
hicles and/or commercial vehicles are 

kept or repaired;  

¶ Homes where trash is improperly 

stored and/or debris is scattered on the 

property; 

¶ High grass and bushes;  

¶ Unsafe decks, fences and/or garages; 

¶ Homes that are in disrepair, structural-

ly flawed, falling/or missing shutters, 

broken windows, excessive peeling ex-

terior paint, missing shingles, and open 
dumping. 

Request for Paving Community 

Roads  

In early May, we made a request to the 

Countyôs Public Works Department for 

paving the communityôs secondary roads. 

Specifically, we are requesting the county 

to pave High Meadow Road, Northway 

Road and Deacon Brook Circle. The coun-

ty is expected to complete their evaluation 

of these roads in mid-July. 

Citizens on Patrol 

I am occasionally asked, "Who" are the 

Citizens on Patrol (COP) and what do you 

do for me?" Simply put, we are your vo-

lunteers within our Association who give 

our time, day and night, to help insure the 

security of our community. How do we do 

this? First, we have posted "Warning" 

signs throughout our community stating 

that Chartley is patrolled by a Citizens on 

Patrol organization. Secondly, we back up 

these signs by putting a visible presence 
on our streets. If we see something suspi-

cious, we immediately call 911 and report 

what we have seen and let the police take 

care of the situation. We are not police 

officers, nor are we firefighters. Our job is 

simply to be the eyes and ears of our 

community. 

We utilize walking, bike, and vehicle 

patrols day and night. Some of our volun-

teers even patrol while jogging. A number 

patrol while going for a leisurely walk 

with their spouse, a neighbor, or a friend. 
A number of our volunteers use cell phone 

or radio communications to notify the po-

lice if they see or hear something suspi-

cious.  

Police statistics have shown that com-

munities that have an active COP program 

have a much lower crime rate than com-

munities that do not have such a program. 

Criminals avoid communities that put an 

active and visible COP presence on their 

streets. Chartley has enjoyed a relatively 
low crime rate ever since we established 

our program, and we believe that our ac-

tive COP Program continues to contribute 

to our relatively low crime rate. In addi-

tion, property values are higher in com-

munities that have a low crime rate. 

Yes, we have made a difference but we 

must do more. A number of our volunteers 

have moved away and several others have 

had to resign due to health considerations. 

Therefore, we need new volun-
teers...YOUéin order to continue to make 

a difference within our community. Just an 

hour or two a week will help considerably. 

The choice of day, time, and type of pa-

trol, is yours. So please help to keep your 

community safe. If interested, please call 

Dave Powers at (410)-833-3734. 

So, who are we? We are members of the 

community. We are your neighbors. We 

are your friends. In addition, we need you 

to join us in helping to keep your family 

and your community safe. It only takes an 
hour or two a week. All things considered, 

can you think of a better investment or a 

cheaper insurance policy for your home 

and your family?

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Membership 

The 2008-2009 fiscal year came to an 

end on June 30 with a total of 251 resi-

dents paying their dues in the fiscal year. 

With 790 homes in Chartley that only a 

32% membership participation rate. This 

is the lowest percentage since 2002 when 
we incorporated the current Chartley 

Homeowners Association. 

That is the bad news. The good news is 

that 78 households have already paid their 

dues for the fiscal year that began July 1. 

Further good news is that there are many 

opportunities in the next several months 

for those households that have not paid 

their dues to pay their dues. 

On August 4, the membership commit-

tee will be collecting dues at the National 

Night Out at Reisterstown Elementary 

School. In October, the membership 

committee will also be at Cleanup Day at 

Glyndon Elementary School. Finally, in 

November, postcards will be mail to all 

those households that have not paid their 

dues.  

Last year it cost the Association over 

$200 to print and mail out postcards to 

612 households that had not paid their 
dues. If you have not paid your dues for 

2009-2010, you can reduce this cost when 

you attend National Night Out or Cleanup 

Day by bring along $10.00 to pay your 

dues. This will save us the cost of mailing 

you a postcard. 

Of course, you can always complete the 

Membership Application on Page 15 in 

this Chatter and mail it along with your 

check to the Association PO box. Again, 

this year you will have the opportunity to 

pay for both the current year (2009-2010) 

and the next fiscal year (2010-2011). 

The next time we list the membership 

statistics we would like it to include your 

household as one that has helped support 

the Association because you paid your 

$10.00 membership dues.

A big part of the community cleanup 

day is the community yard sale that pre-

cedes it by a week or two.

Community Cleanup Day 

On Saturday, October 10, the Chartley 

Homeowners Association has scheduled a 

cleanup day for the community. Dump-

sters will be availa-

ble during this one-

day community 

cleanup event from 7 
a.m. to 11 a.m. The 

containers will be 

located on Glyndon 

Drive along the open 

field of Glyndon 

Elementary School. 

Residents should 

be aware that Balti-

more County only accepts non-recyclable 

and non-compostable waste at their land-

fill. Examples of non-recyclable items 

deemed acceptable are broken or un-

wanted furniture and metallic items such 

as tools and 

mowers. Any gas 

operated tool must 

have the gas tank 
removed. It should 

be noted that items 

such as antifreeze, 

batteries, oil, paint 

and household 

chemicals would not 

be accepted at the 

cleanup site.  

Also on the prohibited items are caustic 

acids, pesticides, medical waste, animal 

carcasses, large stumps, wood logs, and 

any materials that contain asbestos. In 

addition, the county has stated that abso-

lutely no commercial waste is to be 

cepted during any community cleanup 

event. 

John Hartlove, cleanup chairperson, is 
looking for volunteers for approximate  

2-hour shifts to help direct residential traf-

fic during the event. If you have any ques-

tions or you are willing to help, please 

contact John at 410-833-4889. 

You do not have to be an Association 

member to participate in this cleanup day.
