TREASURER’S REPORT- As of June 30th books have been balanced with the bank statements. Motion to approve the 2007-2008 budget was made by Alex Daley and seconded by Jack Sloan.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT- Mary thanked the following: Lynn Greenwalt and Dave Powers for the work done on COP NITE OUT, Paul Flanagan for his work on getting the street lights installed on Walgrove Rd., Phil Huppman for his hard work on getting the yard sale up and going, John Hartlove and all the volunteers who made Clean-Up Day a great success. Also, she acknowledged the work done by the ROTC members from the High School. Country Club will have Clean -Up next spring and we will try to combine yard sale and Clean-Up Day with Country Club so that both communities can participate in two each year.

Introduction of Councilman McIntire as guest speaker - Discussion will be about changes in Reisterstown. 

1. Texaco gas station is not leaking gasoline across Reisterstown Road.

2. WaWa is asking for additional approval for parking. Hearing will be on 12/10/07. Owner of One Stop will be getting a bus together to go to hearing.

3. Sign at Chartley Shopping Center is on Appeal over flashing lights. Case will be possibly February or March

4.No information on Friendly’s. Calvin says a jeweler bought the property for speculation.

5.Fire Department is still expanding.
6. Mary Molinaro introduced the topic of Renaissance classification for the Reisterstown area. Many in the group were surprised that we weren’t classified because of the Roundtable discussion in 2005 at Hannah More. Brian McIntire said that no formal request was made to the County Council, It is necessary to present a Bill to add us to the list. He commented on the overlay plan that Jacksonville uses.
Introduction of Owner and Representatives of Camden Auto Body- Mr. Cross (attorney) showed the sketch of the new building to be built on attached property which will include eight additional bays. 

George asked if variance was needed and Mr.Cross advised us that it was not; they received a special exception.
Presentation to Tony Basemore- George Vintz presented a plaque to Mr. Basemore for all the work thanking him for his efforts to gain grant approval for getting our streets improved and our lights installed. He, in return, thanked Mary and George for working so hard and making Chartley Homeowners Association a role model for other homeowners associations.
MEMBERSHIP- Membership is now 161 and our best year was 342. We have 790 homes and Mary encouraged everyone to help by asking their neighbors to join so we can beat our best year.
COMMITTEE REPORTS- None given
NEW BUSINESS- Jay Payne made a motion to send a letter to the three Councilmen covering the area as well as business owners and other neighborhoods to advise them of our plan to have the location of Franklin Blvd. to the fork on Main Street to Westminster Pike and 795 be put on the list for Renaissance. Calvin explained the difference between Renaissance and Revitalization which allows business and property owners to get tax credits, engineering services, architect service and use of a land planner. You can also get help to make a plan.
