De-

spite that, 55 residents participated 

this year. While this was down from 

last yearôs 64 participants, we think it 

was another successful event. In case 

you may be wondering, the residents 

on Highmeadow Road had the most 

participants this year (11), followed 

by those of you on Sacred Heart 

Lane (7).

As a reminder, our membership 

year parallels our fiscal year (July 1, 

2011 to June 30, 2012) which means 

that itôs time to renew your mem-

bership once again. At the end of 

June (the end of our Fiscal Year), our 

membership stood at 267 homes out 

of the 790 homes in Chartley for a 

total of only 33.8%. At the moment, 

our membership since the beginning 

of this Fiscal Year is only 170 

homes or 21.5%. Simply put, we ab-

solutely must improve our member-

ship numbers if we are to continue to 

be successful in acquiring the neces-

sary State or County assistance, or 

funding, to meet any of our commu-

nityôs concerns. So, if you havenôt 

renewed your membership for this 

new fiscal year, please take a mo-

ment to fill out the Membership Ap-

plication found on Page 12 of this 

issue and renew now. Our dues are 

only $10 per household per year, 

which is less than 3 cents per day!

Delegate Dana Stein 

will be there to help with that and 

will address two new programs that 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Speed Enforcement 

Campaign Update 

October 2011 

As this issue of the Chatter goes to 

press, we are celebrating one full 

year of the Speed Enforcement Cam-

paign within our community. As you 

may recall, the campaign was started 

in mid-September 2010 and was 

supposed to last a minimum of 45 

days, but, largely thru the efforts of 

one of our COP Volunteers, Irv Ze i-

genfuse, the campaign was extended 

but at a reduced frequency level.  

While the campaign has had a pos-

itive impact on the speeding situation 

in Chartley, we are continuing to en-

counter speeders on a daily basis. 

Recent reports indicate that excessive 

speeding is again being encountered 

on Gwynwest Road, particularly in 

the evening hours and late at night. 

Motorcyclists have been reported at 

speeds in excess of 70 mph on 

Gwynwest Road late at night and on 

the weekends. This situation has 

been reported to the police officer in 

charge of our Speed Enforcement 

Campaign and we have been assured 

that action will be taken to eliminate 

this condition. 

In the July issue of the Chatter, we 

provided you with the results of the 

campaign to June 1st. Since that 

time, the police have only been able 

to work our streets a total of 44 occa-

sions thru August 31
st
. During that 

period, they issued 31 citations, 24 

warnings, and 1 parking ticket. In 

July, we received reports that speed-

ing was becoming a problem on 

can benefit homeowners with the 

costs of weatherizing their homes. 

Mr. Jim Anderson  will also be 

there representing the Baltimore 

County Code Enforcement Organ-

ization and will provide very valua-

ble information regarding such things 

as the parking of commercial ve-

hicles in residential streets, unkempt 

lawns, illegal signs, etc. 

As we reported in our July issue of 

the Chatter, the Reisterstown Im-

provement Association (RIA) is 

working hard to make positive im-

provements along the Main Street 

area of Reisterstown. They are fo-

cused, determined to make a differ-

ence, have the right people in place 

to analyze the many different con-

cerns, have formed liaisons with ap-

propriate County representatives, 

ROG, Main Street Merchants, and 

other members of the area. RIA now 

has a website that will allow you to 

check out who they are and what 

they are trying to do. Their efforts 

are extremely important to the entire 

area and, if successful, will dramati-

cally improve both the Main Street 

area as well as property values for all 

of us. This is an organization that I 

urge you to consider joining.

CHAôs Report Card Survey 

Results 

Beginning last October, the Chartley 

Homeowners Association began trying 

to determine how YOU felt CHA was 

meeting the needs of the community, 

and to give you an opportunity to 

suggest new areas of concern or ways 

that we could improve. This was done 

thru our Report Card/Survey, which 

we distributed at each General Meet-

ing, published in each issue of the 

Chatter, and posted on our website 

from October 2010 thru June 30
 
of 

this year. Sadly, only 2.2% of the 790 

homes in the community elected to 

participate.  

The first part of the survey asked 

you to rate from 10 (most important) to 

1 (least important) the primary activi-

ties/events that CHA sponsors. The 

results obtained are shown in the chart 

below: 

The second part of the survey was an 

attempt to determine the most effective 

way CHA could communicate with 

you. Of the 17 respondents, 8 felt that 

email was the most effective commu-

nication means, 2 preferred reading the 

Chatter, 2 felt that the telephone was 

the best approach, and one preferred 

receiving information by mail.  

The third part of the survey was de-

signed to determine how important 

CHA media and meetings are viewed 

by our members. This included the 

Chatter, the website, our 3 signboards, 

our semi-annual General Meetings, 

and our monthly Board of Directors 

Meetings. Of the 17 people who parti-

cipated, 14 read all four issues of the 

Chatter and read our signboards. Seven 

indicated that they use our website. Six 

participants stated that they attend at 

least one of the two semi-annual meet-

ings, while 7 others stated that they do 

not attend any of these meetings. Only 

one participant stated that they had 

attended a Board of Directors meeting. 

When asked if the use of mass 

emails is helpful in alerting residents 

to community issues, eleven of those 

participating stated ñyesò. 

Your Board of Directors would like 

to encourage you to continue to let us 

know your thoughts, suggestions, 

opinions, and comments. All of them 

will be thoroughly discussed at our 

board meetings. You can do this by 

simply dropping us a note at our PO 

Box or by going to our website ad-

dress and clicking on the blue ñContact 

Usò button at the lower right side of 

the screen. Of course, our Board of 

Directors meetings are always open to 

all Chartley Residents. The Board of 

Directors meetings are held the 2

Tuesday of each month and we would 

welcome any of you who may wish to

Crime In Chartley  

August was not a good month for 

crime within Chartley. Fourteen 

crimes were committed within the 

community during the month, which 

makes it our highest crime month 

this year. Our current average for the 

year now stands at 9.25 per month as 

compared with our normal average 

of 7 crimes per month.  

Despite this increase, crime within 

Chartley is still lower than in sur-

rounding communities. 

Leading the way in August were 6 

non-domestic assaults. Three of the 

assaults 

took place 

in the 100 

and 200 

blocks of 

Chartley 

Drive re-

spectively, 

2 in the 

100 block of Brunk Road, and one at 

the corner of Northway Road and 

Glyndon Drive. Four of these were 

reported after 10 PM, one was re-

ported around 11 A.M., and one 

around 1 A.M. As of September 15, 

there have been 18 non-domestic 

assaults during 2011 as compared to 

13 for all of 2010. 

The Chart above shows the crimes 

committed within our community 

from June thru September 15. 

Breaking and entering continues to 

be a concern. As of September 15
th
 

as this article was written, we have 

had 12 homes broken into this year 

as compared with 2 in all of 2010. In 

analyzing these incidents, there 

doesnôt seem to be any discernable 

pattern as they have occurred 

throughout the community, and are 

almost evenly split between being 

reported in morning hours and even-

ing hours. When a home is burgla-

rized, the victims are always left 

feeling completely violated and un-

sure of their familyôs safety. With the 

Holiday season approaching, and 

the continuing increase of this inva-

sive crime, 

we urge 

everyone to 

make sure 

your home 

is properly 

secured. A 

very effec-

tive way of 

doing this is to take advantage of the 

free Home Security Survey offered 

by our own Precinct 3 police offic-

ers. The surveys are comprehensive 

and take only a few minutes to com-

plete, and will absolutely help im-

prove the security of your home and 

family. Just call Officer Andrew 

Kauffman at (410)-887-6985 to ar-

range an appointment. Donôt become 

a victim. Take the time to protect 

your home and your family NOW! 

Now that we are beginning to enter 

what has normally been the most 

active crime season in the communi-

ty, I would like to urge each of you 

to take a moment to make sure that 

you do not become a victim. You can 

find excellent crime prevention tips 

at the following two websites:

Crime can occur anywhere and at 

any timeé at your home, to your 

automobile, while you are driving, 

when you are out shopping, when 

you are away at work or taking the 

kids to school, or when you just go to 

the grocery store. In todayôs world, 

Itôs essential that you are always alert 

to your surroundings and that you 

take the necessary precautions to sa-

feguard yourself, your family, and 

your property. That is particularly 

true during our historically peak 

crime periods such as we are now 

beginning to enter. While crime 

within Chartley is still lower than in 

surrounding communities, now that it 

is beginning to increase, all of us 

need to become more vigilant. De-

velop a buddy system with your 

neighbors to watch each otherôs 

house when one of you is away. 

Keep the outside of your home well 

illuminated after dark, including 

where you park your vehicle. In ad-

dition, always call 911 immediately 

if you see anything that you think is 

out of the ordinary. Consider becom-

ing a member of our Citizens On Pa-

trol (COP Program). By becoming a 

COP volunteer, you can greatly assist 

us in keeping criminals out of our 

community.

Now before you 

put it away until next spring, take a 

few minutes to winterize the mower. 

Avoid the starting problems of 

spring. 

Why Winterize? 

Gasoline in the carburetor doesnôt 

take kindly to the lowered tempera-

ture of winter. The gasoline gums up 

and when you try to start it after the 

winter, the gas doesnôt flow to the 

engine and it does not start. You will 

not be able to do the maintenance 

yourself and youôll waste time and 

money. 

There are some simple steps to 

winterizing your lawn mower. You 

can do it yourself and save time and 

money in the spring. 

1. Remove the gasoline in the tank. 

You can do this by siphoning the 

contents into another container. 

Transfer it into the tank of your 

car. Itôs better than trying to dis-

pose of it. 

2. Run the engine until the remain-

ing fuel is consumed and the en-

gine stops on its own. 

3. Now is a good time to change the 

oil. After the engine stops, drain 

the crankcase of the old oil. The 

drain plug is usually on the under-

side of the mower deck. 

4. While the mower is empty of both 

gasoline and oil, turn it over and 

clean the underside to remove the 

grass and muck which may have 

built up over the season. 

5. Replace the drain plug and refill 

the crankcase with oil. SAE 30 

weight is best for most engines. 

Finally, it is a good idea to add 

stabilizer to the fuel for all your 

small engines. It will prevent 

problems associated with old stale 

fuel. 

There you go, youôre done! Your 

mower is ready for next season. If 

after all your good effort you still 

canôt get it going, remember our re-

pair shop at Bay Country Rentals is 

open and ready to help you out. We 

also service and repair snow blowers.

406 Main Street ɀ 
Methodist Parsonage

A For Sale sign is now in front of 

this historic building. By press time, 

it may have been sold and another 

chapter in its history begun. 

The history of #406 began in the 

1850ôs when Mr. John Sumwalt built 

a ñfine brick houseò on a lot that had 

belonged to the eldest daughter of 

John Reister, founder of our town. 

Catherine Reister and her two hus-

bands (Roland Smith and Francis 

Mayberry) had run a store at this lo-

cation in ñan old tottering shamble 

where Aunt Kitty Mayberry peddled 

cakes, candy and mead to the child-

ren.ò According to local tradition, 

she became very nearsighted in her 

later life and was teased by village 

children who attempted to pass off 

bogus money for her penny candies. 

After her death, her property was 

divided among her three daughters. 

One daughter deeded her share to her 

sister Maryôs husband, John Sum-

walt. Sumwalt was a tanner and was 

quite prosperous. He had been pur-

chasing acreage along Main Street 

since the early 1800ôs and was 

known as one of the largest lan-

downers in the area. He was ap-

pointed Justice of the Peace in 1829, 

a sign of his prestige and substance. 

John Sumwalt built the fine brick 

house c. 1840. It was a traditional 3-

bay , two story, gable roofed struc-

ture with a front parlor facing the 

street. A kitchen wing extends be-

hind the north end. The brick con-

struction indicates wealth. An addi-

tion to the south was added early on 

and the joint can be seen on the fa-

cade. Other extensions to the rear 

were added later. 

It is unclear if John Sumwalt lived 

at this address. What is known is that 

when he died in 1847, the house and 

lot were conveyed to the Methodist 

church as a parsonage. The church 

maintained the property until the 

1970ôs when it was auctioned off to a 

private individual.

Bubbôs Deli is on North Main 

Street where Markôs Deli used to be. 

It has changed names and hands a 

few times, and Bubbôs is the latest 

rendition of a ñNew York style deliò. 

My lunch buddy and I went there 

one day last week. On entering you 

first notice how clean and neat every-

thing is. The wood floor looks espe-

cially nice. The center of the room 

has the coffee and soda machines, 

and instead of further items for sale, 

Bubbôs has put up more tables for 

eaters. This is in addition to the El-

bow Room next door. This gives it a 

spacious feeling. 

The menu is electronic up over the 

deli counter. You put in your order 

and either wait there until they call 

your name or go sit somewhere with-

in hearing distance ï which is any-

where. 

Sue ordered a California turkey on 

multigrain and I ordered a Rueben. 

Both came with hand-cut fries and a 

very small tasting of pasta salad. 

This and a drink were about $10.00 

each. 

The sandwiches were delicious, 

with very generous meat portions. I 

brought my other half home for din-

ner. The corned beef on the Rueben 

was really tender. Deli places always 

say they serve tender corned beef, 

but few places live up to it. Bubbôs 

does. The turkey was cut from baked 

turkey, not lunchmeat turkey. They 

pride themselves that everything they 

sell is made right there. The hand-cut 

fries were all right, slightly greasy, 

not crunchy or holding any shape but 

limp. I hope that they will work on 

that. The pasta salad, two bites, was 

delicious. That little side salad 

changes daily. The next time I went 

in, it was potato salad. 

We met some Chartley-ites who 

were also lunching there. They said 

the chicken salad was delicious, 

while the other gals got a Rueben, 

too. 

On paying for our order, we felt it 

our duty to sample some of the small 

cookies in the case by the register. 

We were told there is a chef and a 

baker working in the back and every-

thing is, again, made on the premis-

es. We had a Mexican wedding coo-

kie and a rugula. Both were fresh and 

tasty. 

The staff is friendly and courteous. 

When our order was ready, they 

called our names and brought our 

food to us. We noticed they did this 

to patrons sitting at tables in the El-

bow Room, which we thought was a 

nice touch. One young fellow even 

asked us if everything was okay, 

which impressed us, too. They are 

trying to make us welcome. 

We both heartily recommend you 

give Bubbôs a try. Weôll see if, over 

time, the sandwich portions are as 

generous, but for now, you get your 

moneyôs worth and itôs a nice neigh-

borhood delicatessen.

Long-time Chartley 

resident and Baltimore 

radio legend Johnny Dark recently 

agreed to a Q&A session about liv-

ing in Chartley, his career high-

lights, and his thoughts on the cur-

rent state of the radio industry. I 

was thrilled to hear that his rich ba-

ritone voice sounded almost exactly 

as I remembered it from the early 

1970ôs, when WCAO ruled.  

Johnny, many remember you as a 

legendary radio personality on 

WCAO AM but - if you would - tell 

us a little about your formative 
years - I was born and raised in Cam-

bridge, Massachusetts in the shadow of 

Harvard University. I graduated from 

Cambridge High and Latin School, the 

same school that gave us NBA star 

Patrick Ewing, a couple of actors 

named Matt Damon and Ben Affleck, 

and a number of successful people. Of 

course, they were quite a few years 

after me. I was in the class of '52.  

My father had passed away during 

my sophomore year so there wasn't 

any college money to be had. My 

mother encouraged me to attend a 

good broadcasting school, which I did. 

I worked days at the Boston Music 

Company and went to school nights. 

Before I finished the course, I got my 

first radio job at WHIL in Medford, 

Massachusetts, a suburb of Boston. It 

was a great place to start. 

 Although it was just before my 

time, when you arrived at WCAO in 

1961, you quickly racked up huge 

ratings - what were some of your 

fondest memories from that time? 
Wow, I never expected the immediate 

success that I had in the 6-10 pm time 

slot. The second rating period gave me 

a 63.9 share of audience. Sponsors 

were clamoring to have me do their 

commercials, I was doing two, some-

times three, record hops on a weekend. 

Don't give me all the credit, I was on 

the hottest station in Baltimore - 

WCAO. 

Ok, I have to ask - did you have a 

chance to meet the Beatles before 

you introduced them at their 1964 

concert at the Baltimore Civic Cen-
ter? I met the Beatles very briefly be-

fore the first performance at the Balti-

more Civic Center. Between shows I 

spent quite some time with George 

Harrison over a little catered lunch that 

had been brought in. He was kind 

enough to let me tape about a five 

minute interview that aired on WCAO 

the next day. 

In all your years behind the mic, 

who was your favorite guest? It's 

very difficult for me to select one per-

son out of all those that I've inter-

viewed. Some that really stand out 

would be Brenda Lee (she became a 

dear friend) and Dolly Parton, the most 

honest person I've ever interviewed. 

When I asked Dolly if there were any 

ground rules, she said "Honey, you can 

ask me anything you want.ò 

How hard is it to change gears 

when a radio station suddenly 

changes format, as WCAO did when 

it went country in the early 1980's? 
When the format change was an-

nounced at WCAO, I figured that my 

time there was finished. However, the 

general manager asked me to give the 

format 60 days and if I wasn't happy, 

he'd buy my contract out. After 30 

days, I loved it so much he couldn't 

have pushed me out the door. A month 

later, I was made program director. In 

our first year in the format, we were 

named Billboard Magazine's Major 

Market Country Station of the Year. 

Radio has changed so much over 

the years - if you could wave a wand 

and change anything about the radio 

industry, what would it be? Many 

stations have taken the personality out 

of radio. That's sad. A lot of what I do 

on the air is to provide the listeners 

with a story or two and a little info 

about the song or the artist. Some of it 

is quite personal. I was listening to a 

local station a couple of weekends ago 

and didn't hear a "live" person for 25 

minutes. 

Do you have any children? 

Grandchildren? I have four very suc-

cessful children and eight grandchil-

dren. 

How long have you been a Chart-
ley resident? I've been living in Chart-

ley since 1970. 

In your estimation, what's the best 

thing about the Chartley Communi-

ty, besides receiving free quarterly 

editions of this fantastic publication? 

I always read the Chartley Chatter. 

And the great thing about the area is 

the people - people who care about 

their homes and keep everything look-

ing nice. 

Your favorite local restaurant? I 

can't pick one favorite place to eat. I 

frequent them all! 

Your favorite vacation destina-
tion? I have two favorite vacation des-

tinations, Ocean City and Maine. 

However, I haven't had a real vacation 

in about five years. During the past 

four, my wife Colleen battled three 

different kinds of cancer and finally 

lost her fight on July 30th of this year. 

A vacation without her would be no 

vacation at all. 

Iôm very sorry to hear that, I 

know itôs difficult. But Iôm guessing 

that you are still keeping busy ï 

most likely in radio? Yes - I'm heard 

on WTTR in Westminster, Monday 

through Friday from Noon - 3. We're 

finally streaming and you can hear us 

anywhere at WTTR.com.

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Fireplace Safety

You are en-

couraged to practice the following fire 

safety steps to keep those home fires 

safely burning: 

Keep Fireplaces and 

Woodstoves Clean 

¶ Have them inspected by a profes-

sional chimney sweep. 

¶ Clear the area around the hearth of 

debris, decorations, and flammable 

materials. 

¶ Leave glass doors open while burn-

ing a fire. This insures enough air to 

complete combustion and keeps 

creosote from building up in the 

chimney. 

¶ Close mesh screen to keep embers 

from getting out of the fireplace 

area. 

¶ If you donôt have glass doors make 
sure you use a metal screen. 

¶ Only use fire resistant materials 

around your fireplaces or stoves. 

Safely Burn Fuels 

¶ Never use flammable liquid to start a 

fire. 

¶ Use only seasoned wood. 

¶ Keep your roof clean of leaves and 

other debris. 

¶ Use a chimney cap with a mesh 

screen. 

¶ Remove all branches hanging over 

the chimney, flues, and vents. 

Most important ! Install a smoke 

detector and carbon monoxide detector 

(test monthly and change the batteries 

once a year).

Jazzing it up in Baltimore! 

Luckily my Mother has always 

been surrounded by good friends 

with great passions! Her dear friend 

Louiseôs husband, Bing, was a 

drummer by night and helped form 

the Bing Miller Quartet to perform at 

Buddies Pub on the weekends. They 

played straight-ahead jazz with a 

bass player, lead guitarist, drummer 

and sax/vocalist to small crowds the 

first year but eventually Buddies be-

came known as a great spot to go for 

hot food and cool jazz! By 1988, we 

were drawing names in to sit with the 

band, from the annual visit of the 

Preakness trumpeter to local musi-

cians from Peabody or our own 

School of the Arts. Buddies also be-

came a spot for celebrities in town 

performing at the Lyric or Morris 

Mechanic Theatre.  

Out first sax vocalist was Andy 

Ennis whoôs sister Ethel Ennis had a 

jazz spot north called Ethelôs Place. 

Andy was a great guy and what a sax 

player! Vernon Wolst replaced Andy 

in the early ó90ôs and he was truly a 

gift from God! Vernon was a true 

gentleman with a knack for the horn 

and a voice that was smooth velvet. 

Steve Yankee was our lead guitarist 

from 1987 thru our final weekend in 

November 2002 and what a talent. 

Steve is an instructor at Peabody and 

where his fingers end the guitar be-

gins where sweet notes pour out! Our 

bass players have been a variety of 

local talents including Dennis Mi-

chael and Carl Filipiak, along with 

Ashton Fletcher and the late great 

John Barry, who graced our early 

stage with a stand up bass!

    2 cups Pecorino Romano cheese,

1. Place the chicken in a 2-3 gallon 

stockpot and cover with cold water, 

adding all the end scraps with skins 

from your mirepoix (carrots, celery 

and onion.)  Bring to a boil then re-

duce to simmer for about 1 hour. 

When simmering, carefully use a 

ladle and skim the top foam off the 

liquid ï these are impurities from 

the meat and add no flavor to your 

stock. Pull the chicken from the 

stock and set aside to cool. Mean-

while, strain the stock and place 

back into the pot with the carrots, 

celery, onion, parsley and soup base. 

 

2. Pull the meat off the chicken bones 

and add back to the soup. Add water 

to bring the liquid level up to the 

handle.  Bring back to a boil and add 

the acini di pepi pasta, cooking for 

about 10 minutes at a low boil. 

Then, while still at a rolling simmer, 

add the beaten egg. Adjust heat to 

low simmer and add the cooked 

meat balls, escarole, pepper and 

cheese. It is important to keep stir-

ring at this point, as the cheese will 

try to stick to the bottom of the pot! 

 

3. At this point, adjust flavors using 

wet base, pepper and cheese ~ allow 

All the soups I have ever created I 

learned from my Mother, Nana or my 

Father ï of course, with my own 

twists! I am fond of making my own 

stocks and fortifying with a wet base. 

The base was a culinary secret for 

Chefs but as I write this book I am so 

glad you are able to purchase at any 

warehouse-style market because now I 

can give you the true recipe!  

History says this is called Wedding 

soup since it was only served at spe-

cial occasions, but in my family we 

always had it around Thanksgiving, 

Christmas and Easter since turkey can 

be added with the chicken or instead 

of! 

Brossoôs Wedding Bell Soup 

1 3# chicken, whole 

Water 

3-4 ribs of celery, sliced 

2-3 large carrots, peeled & sliced in 

half moons 

1 Jumbo Vidalia onion, chopped 

İ tub (8 oz.) Minorôs wet Chicken 

base, No MSG  

1 large bunch escarole, cut into 1ò 

pieces ï wash well! 

3 eggs, beaten 

4 oz. acini di pepi (small dot pasta also 

called pastine) 

Cooked mini meatballs*  

½ bunch parsley, fresh chopped 

 2 T. fresh ground pepper 

it to simmer another 10-15 minutes 

then ENJOY! 

Note: Remember the base is almost 

pure salt so use sparingly! You can 

always add spices but can never take 

back! Knowing that the cheese is also 

salty, just be careful and go easy! As a 

soup cooks, the flavors will intensify 

and this could make it saltier down the 

road! 

*  Meatballs 

½ lb.  ground beef, lean 

½ lb.  ground pork (my sister, who is a 

vegetarian, will be upset with me but 

your local butcher will usually carry 

an ñItalian Meatball Blendò which is 

1/3 pork, 1/3 veal and 1/3 ground beef 

ï this is the traditional blend.) 

2 eggs 

1 c. finely chopped fresh parsley 

1 tsp. fine ground black pepper 

1 c. grated pecorino Romano cheese 

½ c. Italian bread crumbs 

Shot of cream (you can use half & half 

or even milk) 

 

1. Carefully mix until blended ï DO 

NOT OVERMIX!!!  It will make 

the meatballs tough and chewy. 

2. Form into İò size balls and cook in 

the 375ô oven for about 10-15 mi-

nutes. Donôt overcook as they will 

cook more in the soup! Place on a 

paper lined plate to drain and hold 

until needed.
