Something About Voting

In 1991, after the first Gulf War, I 

was part of a team of physicians and 

nurses who were sent to Saudi Ara-

bia and Kuwait to help provide med-

ical care to the Americans who were 

putting out the oil fires. These brave 

people couldnôt use the military med-

ical system (they werenôt in the mili-

tary); the Kuwait health system had 

been destroyed; theyôd arrived on 

short notice and didnôt have all their 

usual medicines. But there they were, 

facing fires, oily machinery, smoke, 

and desert heat. We helped in every 

way we could. 

The trip put me face-to-face with 

the Saudi and Kuwait political sys-

tems. These are societies without the 

freedoms we take for granted: no free 

elections, no free press, no freedom 

of assembly, no freedom of associa-

tion, no freedom of religion, no 

rights for huge classes of people, es-

pecially women, and with political 

repression enforced by armed men 

on every street corner. From that 

perspective, our democracy, with all 

its problems and frustrations, looked 

pretty good. When I got back, I be-

came more involved in the political 

process. 

As was pointed out in a recent ar-

ticle by Blair Lee, ñElections took 

place last week in both Afghanistan 

and Maryland. In Afghanistan, voters 

dodged Taliban rockets and death 

threats, waited hours at polling plac-

es and dealt with widespread fraud. 

Yet voter turnout was 40 percent. 

Maryland's Election Day was peace-

ful, sunny and went off without a 

hitch, yet voter turnout was only 24 

percent, the lowest on record.ò  

People have fought and died for 

the right to vote, and people all over 

the world would love to be able to 

freely choose their leaders. I thought 

it would be interesting to look up 

quotes about voting. Many were sa-

tirical and pointed, often cynical and 

funny. But here are some of the more 

positive and inspirational ones. I 

hope these will encourage you to 

vote on November 2.

Court -Appointed Psychiatrist 
for Circuit Court  

Council approval has been given to 

the Administrationôs request to lease 

1,680 square feet of office space, on 

the fifth floor of the First Financial 

Building located at 401 Washington 

Avenue, for use by the Court-Ap-

pointed Psychiatrist for the Circuit 

Court of Baltimore County. The 

lease is to commence on July 1, 2010 

and continue for 5 years with succes-

sive   5-year  renewal  option. The

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estimated cost over the entire 10-year 

term, including the renewal period, 

totals $272,914. The location for the 

office, currently located in the Courts 

Building was selected for it close 

proximity to the Circuit Court as well 

as County government offices and 

the Towson complex. 

County Charter, Section 715, re-

quires Council approval for leases of 

real or leasehold property in excess 

of $25,000 in the aggregate. 

Primary Enforcement Unit 
For Receipt of Junk/Scrap 
Metal Report  
On October 5, 2009, Baltimore 

County Council passed Bill 78-09 

requiring any junk dealer or scrap 

metal processor in Baltimore County 

to be licensed and to report certain 

information to the Police Depart-

ment. Since enacted, the Police De-

partment and the Department of 

Permits and Development Manage-

ment have collaborated with scrap 

metal industry representatives along 

with concerned citizens to establish 

policies and procedures in accor-

dance with County law. 

During the 2010 Maryland General 

Assembly, a law requiring junk and 

metal processors to submit informa-

tion to the primary law enforcement 

agency was enacted. The County, by 

law was required to designate a pri-

mary enforcement unit to receive the 

information as described by State 

law. Resolution 45-10 designates the 

Baltimore County Police Department 

as the primary law enforcement unit 

to administer reporting requirements 

and receive required records.  

Stormwater Management Act 
of 2010  

As required under the Maryland 

Stormwater Management Act of 

2007, Baltimore County, within the 

model ordinance as provided by the 

state, has submitted and received 

approval of the Countyôs revisions. 

Main changes in the current law af-

fected by the passage of Bill 25-10 

are as follow: 

Environmental site Design (ESD), 

defined as small-scale stormwater 

practices, nonstructural techniques, 

and site planning that mimics natural 

runoff characteristics, must be uti-

lized to the Maximum Extent Prac-

ticable (MEP) for all SWM design. 

Currently, ESD is an optional prac-

tice. 

Already developed sites (redeve-

lopment sites) must reduce existing 

impervious area by 50% or provide 

stormwater controls using ESD to the 

MEP that would achieve equivalent 

results. Currently, redevelopment 

sites must reduce impervious area by 

20% (or provide SWM that would 

achieve equivalent results). Also, 

redevelopment sites whose preexist-

ing impervious area is less than 40% 

must provide full SWM. That is, they 

must meet the same SWM require-

ments as an undeveloped site. Cur-

rently, there is no requirement that 

redevelopment sites provide SWM. 

Projects will require SWM plan 

submittals and review at three pro-

gressive stages regardless of size or 

scope: Concept SWM Development 

SWM; and Final SWM. Approvals 

are required at each stage before 

moving to the next. This will entail a 

greater amount of plan review time 

by County personnel. Currently, only 

projects which are subject to the 

community input meeting and Hear-

ing Officerôs hearing process are 

subject to these three plan stages; all 

other projects may move directly to 

Final SWM design. 

Current law requires that all 

stormwater management facilities be 

inspected by the County both during 

construction and every 3 years after-

ward to assure they are functioning 

properly. As the facilities required 

under this ordinance are constructed, 

the Countyôs inspection task will be-

come more time consuming due to 

the number of individual facilities 

required on each site.  

This Bill 25-10 will take effect on 

June 1, 2010 and apply retroactively 

to May 4, 2010. 

ARA-Chronic Disease Self-
Management Program  

Approval has been granted to the 

request of a supplemental appropria-

tion of Federal stimulus funds total-

ing $40,000 to the American Recov-

ery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) ï 

Chronic Disease Self-Management 

Program (CDSMP). The funds will 

be used to provide a series of work-

shops focusing on the management 

of diabetes. The workshops are ex-

pected to help approximately 300 

seniors with diabetes to better man-

age their health. Each participant will 

attend a 2-½ hour workshop once a 

week for 6 weeks. The Department 

advised that the workshops would be 

held at senior centers, senior housing 

locations and local hospitals. Volun-

teer lay leaders, either having a 

chronic disease or are care givers to 

people with chronic disease, trained 

by Department employees who are 

master trainers in CDSMP and di-

abetes self-management, will lead 

the workshops. Topics to be covered 

include: techniques to deal with fru-

stration, fatigue, pain and isolation; 

appropriate exercise and use of me-

dications; effective communication; 

nutrition and methods for evaluating 

new treatments. This program is 

modeled after Stanford Universityôs 

Chronic Disease Self-Management 

Program. 

As of August 3, 2010, the Council 

has appropriated approximately 

$95.5 million in Federal stimulus 

grant awards from the ARRA of 

2009, excluding the amount pro-

posed by this bill ($40,000) and the 

requested supplemental appropriation 

of Bill 68-10. 

The grant period is April 1, 2010 

though March 30, 2012. This Bill 65-

10 will take effect September 20, 

2010.

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October 18 is 20
th

 Anniversary of the Tornado that Struck the Chartley Area in 1990 

October 18, 1990 at 1530 hours EST, a F2 tornado struck the Reisterstown area. The damage path was 0.1 miles long and 

100 yards wide. It was the fourth tornado spawned by the same thunderstorm that moved northeast out of Virginia. No one 

was killed but 59 people were injured, mostly at an apartment complex in Reisterstown where the roof was torn off along 

with some of the facing damaging 150 units. Cars were overturned and an additional 52 homes sustained damage. Total 

losses were estimated at $9.5 million.  
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Crime In Chartley  

Crime within Chartley continues to 

be relatively low, while crime levels 

in our Precinct 3 continues at an 
unaccept-

able rate 

despite a 

promis-

ing drop in July. Table 1 shows 

crime levels both in Precinct 3 and in 

Chartley from June thru the first 
half of September: 

Throughout the precinct 

during each of the months 

shown in the chart above, 

theft, such as property 

theft and shoplifting, was 

the most frequently recorded crime. 

This was followed by theft from au-

tomobiles, destruction of property, 

breaking and entering, and non-do-

mestic assault. Of particular concern 

is the number of reported ID Theft 

cases which jumped from an average 

of just a few each 

month to 11 each in 

the months of June 

and July, and then 

soared to 56 in August. The crimes 

that were reported within Chartley 

during that same time are shown in 

Table 2: 

As indicated in the Chartley Chart, 

theft, particularly bicycle theft, grew 

during the summer months. Theft 

from automobiles continues to be a 

major concern, including here in 

Chartley. Residents are cautioned to 

always lock their vehicles when un-

attended, even for a few moments, 

and to remove valuable items from 

sight. The police report that items 

that are most frequently targeted by 

thieves are electronic items such as 

computers, GPS devices, cell phones, 

cameras, particularly digital cameras, 

and iPods which have been 

carelessly left in plain 

view within the vehicle. 

The increase in ID Theft in 

areas surrounding Chartley 

should sound alarm bells 

for each resident to take proper pre-

cautions now to safeguard personal 

information, including information 

on children.

¼ cup clarified butter (you can use 

Olive Oil) 

½ diced onion 

1 teaspoon finely chopped garlic  

1 lb. sliced mushrooms (You can use 

one variety or many)  

3 tablespoons tomato paste  

3 cups chicken broth  

¼ cup Dry Vermouth 

3 egg yolks 

½ cup Parmesan cheese 

2 tablespoons chopped parsley  

Sauté diced onions, garlic and mu-

shrooms in butter until soft. Add to-

mato paste. Heat and stir. Add chick-

en broth and vermouth. Heat soup to 

boiling, reduce heat and simmer for 

15 minutes. 

Meanwhile, beat egg yolks. Add 

Parmesan cheese and chopped pars-

ley. Mix well.  

Create thickener by slowly adding 

2 to 3 soup ladles to the egg mixture 

in a continuous stream (so the eggs 

donôt curdle). Mix well and then add 

the thickener back into soup.

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The Housekeeper and the 

Professor 

by Yoko Ogawa 

 
A story of 

friendship 

and under-

standing 

through ma-

thematics 

may sound 

like an odd 

combination, 

but it is the 

premise of the 2003 award winning 

novel written by Japanese author 

Yoko Ogawa and translated in 2009 

by Stephen Snyder. The Housekee-

per and the Professor is a tale of a 

woman who is assigned to take care 

of a professor with a rare disorder. 

Due to a traffic accident, the man has 

a memory of 80 minutes. After those 

80 minutes, his memory goes back to 

1975 when the accident took place 

and he forgets everything he did or 

said and the people he met.  

The main theme of the story is the 

friendship the housekeeper tries to 

build with the man through mathe-

matics. The professor is a brilliant 

mathematician with a deep under-

standing of numbers. When he meets 

the housekeeper again every 80 mi-

nutes, he asks her what her shoe size 

is or her birth date. He then relates 

the deep significance of these num-

bers to her. The housekeeper does 

her best to understand the complex 

problems and theories the professor 

speaks of in an attempt to give him a 

person he can talk to in the areas he 

loves most. 

Although the novel deals with ma-

thematics that are well beyond what 

a normal person probably knows, it 

is not overwhelming. The point of 

the view is the narrator, who knows 

next to nothing about mathematics 

herself. The issues are explained only 

to further the story; there is no test at 

the end.  

The story is easily read; though 

there are some complex mathemati-

cal ideas, it is something everyone 

could read. The plot deals primarily 

with the relationship between the 

three main characters: the housekee-

per, the professor and the housekee-

per's son, Root. It is through the inte-

raction of these characters that we 

see them all grow, even the profes-

sor. It is not a love story or a science 

fiction tale about an amazing cure to 

his disorder. The story is simply 

about a single mother trying to help 

her elderly client by giving him 

someone to talk about his favorite 

subjects: numbers and baseball. The 

main characters outside of Root have 

no names. They are simply called 

ñthe professorò or ñthe sister-in-lawò. 

The events take place in Japan but 

there are no real cultural references 

or social behaviors that make the 

novel difficult to read for Western-

ers. At 180 pages the novel is not a 

long read. There are no surprise end-

ings or twists to the plot. That is not 

to say the story is boring or for-

mulaic. It is definitely a page turner 

that will have you wondering how it 

all turns out. The Housekeeper and 

the Professor won't make you leave 

to buy a math book and try some 

problems, but it will make you think 

about your own passions and loves.

Gardening  

Tips

Fall is not a time for simply raking 

leaves and putting away patio furni-

ture. There are many things we can 

do to prepare our lawns, shrubs, trees 

and houseplants for winter. The fol-

lowing are a few tips you can use to 

help keep your plants looking good 

for the upcoming spring: 

Lawns 

If your lawn is stressed from sum-

mer or needs reseeding due to insects 

or disease damage, there are some 

things you can do to help it look bet-

ter in the spring.  

Rough up damaged areas with a 

heavy iron rake and add a top dress-

ing of topsoil if needed. Add in the 

appropriate blend of grass seed (de-

pending if the area is sunny, shady, 

high traffic, etc), a starter fertilizer 

(one that is high in phosphorous) and 

lime. To encourage germination, a 

covering of straw or commercially 

packaged seed starter can be very 

helpful in holding in moisture. 

If your lawn survived the summer 

in good condition, a late feeding 

(around Thanksgiving) of a fertilizer 

high in nitrogen would eliminate a 

feeding in early spring which can 

encourage certain diseases to thrive. 

If your lawn is dead or beyond 

care, ask your local garden center 

about which renovation process is 

best for your situation. Fall is one of 

the best times to reseed or start a new 

lawn. 

Shrubs and Trees 

Because of the number of hot dry 

days this summer, many shrubs and 

trees are not in the best of health. 

This was also a perfect summer for 

insects and fungus to thrive and do 

damage to plants. 

Prune out any dead or badly dis-

eased wood. If deciduous (the leaves 

drop in autumn), remove all fallen 

leaves and flowers. A light feeding

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Smokers Barbeque, Catering 

and Carry Out

Kurt and Donnaôs Smokers has 

been open for three years this Sep-

tember. Itôs on Route 140, just north 

past the light at Finksburg. Itôs on the 

left, so you have to pass it and turn 

back south on 140. Itôs a stand-alone 

house. 

The first thing that meets your nose 

as you exit your car is the wonderful 

aroma of smoked meat. It draws you 

into the restaurant like someone is 

gently taking you by the hand. Once 

inside and still surrounded by that 

delicious smell, you have to decide 

what to actually order on the menu.  

The choices are many, from pit 

beef and ham; pulled pork, beef and 

chicken sandwiches; hamburgers; 

crab cake; salads; wraps; soups; ribs 

and chicken. All the food is home-

made right on the premises. That 

means the pork and beef are smoked 

for ten hours until done to perfection 

and the chicken is smoked two hours. 

The pit ham and beef is cooked for 

up to two hours. The salads and 

soups are the ownersô original reci-

pes. No food comes in big barrels to 

be scooped onto your plate. 

The restaurant itself is a self-ser-

vice counter with seating for about 

20 diners. On the day we were there 

for lunch, all but two tables were 

full. There is also a drive-thru and 

the line was always busy. The tables 

have a few extra spicy sauce bottles 

if you want to liven up your food, 

but, otherwise, the sandwiches were 

just right: moist, full of flavor with 

generous portions. 

Our group for lunch had the pulled 

pork, pulled chicken and pit beef 

sandwiches. We also ordered fries 

and onion rings. We felt this was a 

necessary sacrifice for our testing 

purposes. While the sandwiches are a 

bit messy, it was not grease but juic-

es from the meat that seeped through 

the buns. In addition, the fries and 

rings left no greasy spots in their 

containers. All was delicious and we 

can highly recommend all three 

choices. 

There is a lot more information 

about their catering, dinners to go, 

and even purchasing meat by the 

pound, so log on to their web site at 

www.smokerscatering.com. They 

are open 11 am to 8 pm daily. It is 

worth the short drive.

Cookies ón Cream; Red Velvet and 

many others. She uses whatever 

spice and flavoring takes her fancy 

and prepares nine to 17 different 

flavored cupcakes and icings a day. 

She has 20 to choose from at this 

point and is always open to sugges-

tions. 

Besides baking beautiful gems, 

sheôs conscious of her community. 

By this, I mean she uses local and 

very fresh ingredients. The eggs 

come from Catoctin Farms, the milk 

from Kilby Farms , the coffee from 

High Grounds Coffee (on Eastern 

Avenue) which she serves along with 

tea. Her chocolate is Belgian and the 

other ingredients come from the local 

farmersô markets. She is actually 

supporting other businesses through 

her business. She participates and 

donates her cupcakes to charitable 

causes such as Cystic Fibrosis, 

breast cancer and donates her baked 

goods to Mercy Hospital, to name a 

few. 

The day we were there having our 

coffee and cupcake there was a 

steady stream of customers. While 

we sat, at least four dozen cupcakes 

were sold, singly or by the dozen. 

As an added feature, there are 

handmade note cards by Ryane 

Logsdon and mini-bouquests of 

flowers by Belvedere Farms. Again, 

sheôs helping other small businesses.
