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The Presidentôs Message 

Dear Members and Friends, 
 

Happy New Year to all Chartley residents 

This is the time of year when we like to 

update our membership on the past yearôs 

accomplishments and tell you about what 

we have on the drawing board for the 

upcoming year. Unless you attend our 

semi-annual general meetings (April and 

October) or attend our Board of Director 

meetings which are held on the first 

Tuesday of the month, it is sometimes 

difficult to see what is being accomplished.  

 

ǒ In 2004 we were successful in lobbying 

the county to get many of our 

community roads repaved.  If you drive 

anywhere in the community you cannot 

help but see the improvements. While 

we would like to take credit for the free 

driveway aprons and curbing the 

residents received on the repaved 

roads, that would not be fair since these 

improvements were made available 

through the generosity of the county.  

We would also be remiss if we did not 

mention that Bobby Knatz, Special 

Assistant to Jim Smith, Baltimore 

Executive, was extremely helpful in 

getting this effort moving. 

 

ǒ If you have been reading the Chartley 

Chatter you are aware that we have 

added a column featuring updates from 

the Councilmen Kevin Kamenetz and 

T. Brian McIntire. The purpose of this 

column is to keep you informed about 

matters that may specifically affect our 

community or the greater northwest 

area. It was working through 

Councilman Kamenetz that we were 

able to successfully block a zoning 

change request that would have 

allowed Walgreenôs Pharmacy to 

develop property at the corner of 

Reisterstown and Cherry Hill Roads. 

 

ǒ We also believe we have finally 

resolved the streambed and culvert 

problem that has been on ongoing issue 

with the county and the residents of 

Chartley Drive and Highmeadow Road.  

The County will develop this area into 

an environmental area. More 

information on this subject is provided 

below as an initiative for the year 2005. 

  

ǒ In May we had our annual May 

Cleanup Day.  We filled five (5) 

dumpsters.   

 

ǒ This past October we initiated a 

lighting project with the hope that we 

can add additional street lighting along 

Glyndon Drive.  We are now awaiting 

the completion of the residentsô survey. 

As soon as the survey is completed, 

and with the approval of  66 and 2/3 of 

the residents of Glyndon Drive, we will 

get the county to determine the lighting 

needs and cost.  We do not expect this 

to be a short-term project as there is 

much work to be done in this area. 

 

ǒ Also in October we completed the third 

annual sweep of the community. This 

year the sweep resulted in 26 homes 

being cited for Baltimore County 

Zoning violations. 

 

For the upcoming year, we are again taking 

on a full list of projects.  

ǒ We will again be focusing on our 

communityôs roads. The curbing and 

driveway work for Northway Drive has 

been completed and the county 

representative has told us that this road 

is on the schedule for completion. 

Glyndon Drive is not part of the 

countyôs work schedule; however, we 

have made a request to the County 

Executiveôs office to get this road 

repaved at the same time work begins 

on Northway Drive. 

 

ǒ We are now in the early stages of 

planning for another May Cleanup 

Day.  As soon as the schedule firms up, 

we will post the date and time of the 

event 

 

ǒ We will begin to use the Chatter 

newsletter to provide notices and 

advertisements of community interest. 

For example, some residents asked if 

we knew of anyone providing snow 

removal. In this current issue we have 

provided free advertisement space to an 

individual providing these services. In 

those situations where our residents 

have special needs for services we will 

try to identify vendors who can provide 

such services.  

 

ǒ The countyôs Department of 

Environmental Services has approved a 

contract for the design work and the 

necessary permits to complete the 

conversion of the streambed and 

culvert area that runs between Chartley 

Drive and Highmeadow Road to an 

environmental zone.  The permit 

process is expected to take 18-24 

months with the actual work taking two 

(2) months to complete.  At the April 

general meeting we will have a 

representative from the countyôs 

environmental department to discuss 

their proposal. 

 

ǒ As alluded to earlier there is much 

work to be done on the Glyndon 

Lighting project. If approved by the 

residents, the county will need to do a 

lighting and traffic survey and we will 

need to apply for a community grant to 

help pay for the project. As more 

details become available we will keep 

you informed.  

 

ǒ Look for community bulletin boards 

coming to the Chartley area. We 

recently received approval to purchase 

three (3) community bulletin boards. 

More information on this subject is 

available in this issue in the zoning 

report.    

 

On an unrelated subject, some of our 

association officers will be stepping down 

effective June 30, 2005.  Our association 

bylaws allow an individual to hold an 

office for a period two one-year terms. We 

are always in need of good people who 

have an interest in the community. If you 

are such a person, please do not hesitate to 

step forward.  We will be looking to elect a 

new president, vice-president, treasurer 

and secretary. For more information, 

please call Fred Hyman, Chartley 

Newsletter Editor at (410) 833-5707. 

  Our next general meeting is scheduled 

for Thursday, April 28th, 7 P.M., at All 

Saints Episcopal Church located on 

Chatsworth Avenue. Our agenda for this 

meeting is filling up quickly. At this 

meeting we will be electing new officers.  I 

cannot put too great an emphasis on the 

importance of participating in this process 

and we certainly cannot make this 

association work without your support and 

the infusion of new people in leadership 

positions. Nominations for new officers 

can be mailed to the associationôs address, 

attention Nomination Committee. We will 

hold the general meeting to an hour and a 

half and I promise you an interesting 

evening. Refreshments and cookies will be 

available during the meeting.

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Comm unity Improvements  
 

Road Resurfacing  

 The countyôs current road 

resurfacing plan for our Chartley 

area calls for Northway Drive to be 

completed sometime during the 

later half of this calendar year.  

However, we plan to petition the 

county to resurface Glyndon Drive, 

from Reisterstown Road to the 

Bond Ave./Gwynnwest Road 

intersection, at the same time they 

resurface Northway Drive. We also 

plan to ask them to review 

Homevale and that portion of 

Highmeadow Road that was not 

resurfaced in 2004.   

  

Community Clean Up Day      

 We are pleased to announce that 

John Hartlove, a long time Chartley 

resident has volunteered to 

coordinate this yearôs cleanup day.   

 The cleanup day is scheduled for 

early May. As soon as the 

Department of Public Works 

approves our application we will 

post the date and time for this 

event. We can tell you that there 

will be five roll off containers 

available on that day from 7 A.M. 

until noon. The containers will be 

located on Glyndon Dr. along side 

of the Glyndon Elementary School 

(same location as last year). 

 All residents should be aware 

Baltimore County will accept non-

recyclable and non-compostable 

waste to be landfilled. Non-

recyclable items deemed acceptable 

include broken or unwanted 

furniture, garden items and metallic 

items (tools, grills, lawnmowers 

with gas tanks removed and tires 

less than 16 inches in diameter and 

off the rim. It should be noted that 

items like antifreeze, asbestos 

shingles (or other asbestos 

materials), batteries, oil, paint,  

household chemicals, and yard 

waste will not be accepted. 

 Volunteers are needed during 

the cleanup to provide direction 

and answer questions. Please 

contact John at (410) 833-4889 to 

help. 

 

Community Sweep 

 In early March we will initiate 

discussions with the Baltimore 

County Zoning Board to conduct 

the planned 2005-zoning sweep of 

the community. We will request 

that the sweep take place in mid-

June. The 2004 sweep, which was 

conducted in late October, resulted 

in 26 homes being cited.   At the 

April 28th community general 

meeting at All Saints Episcopal 

Church, time will be allocated to 

discuss this yearôs sweep and 

answer questions. We plan to ask 

the county to focus on typical 

residential zoning violations, with 

the emphasis on rental livability 

code and homeowner occupied 

housing code compliance. 

 

Community Bulletin Boards    

 Baltimore County has approved 

our application for a grant to 

purchase three (3) bulletin boards 

to be placed at different points in 

the community.  The purpose of the 

bulletin boards will be to keep 

Chartley residents apprised of 

developments that impact the 

community.  On these boards we 

will post the time and date for 

general meetings, notice of 

community cleanup days, etc.  The 

community bulletin boards are 

decorative and we believe they will 

be an enhancement to our 

community.  Each board will be 

professionally landscaped with a 

mix of annuals and perennials. We 

anticipate that the installation will 

take place late spring. The site 

locations for the three bulletin 

boards are: 

Å Glyndon Post Office 

Å Sacred Heart Lane at the stream 

culvert location as you enter the 

community from Chatsworth 

Avenue 

Å Gwynnwest Road as you enter 

the community from the Village of 

Timbergrove 

 

Water tanker Trucks in the 

Community: 

We have been in contact with the 

countyôs Public Works Division 

regarding the issuing of permits to 

water tanker vendors who are 

filling up at community hydrants. 

The county is aware of our position 

that water tanker trucks traveling 

daily through a residential area are 

not desirable.  We are requesting 

that these trucks be diverted to 

other areas. Mr. Edward Adams, 

Public Works Director, has agreed 

to work with our association prior 

to issuing any permits for the year 

2005. 

 

Street Lighting for Glyndon Drive: 

 We are hopeful that the survey 

of the Glyndon Drive residents will 

soon be completed.  We have the 

results of the survey for the 0 

through 100 blocks and the 300 

block of Glyndon Drive. We are 

awaiting the survey results for the 

200 block. If 66 and 2/3 percent of 

the residents want the lighting, the 

county will do traffic and safety 

surveys to determine the number of 

lights needed and the total cost of 

the initiative.

General Meeting 

Chartley Homeowners Association 

 

     The second general meeting of 

CHA of 2004 was called to order at 

7:12 at All Saints Episcopal Church by 

President George Vintz.  He 

introduced Officer Motin and guest 

speaker, Jimmy Artis.  The April 

meeting minutes which had been 

posted on the Website were approved. 

     Jimmy Artis, Fire Specialist in the 

Baltimore County Office of 

Emergency Preparedness, presented a 

Power Point presentation on Homeland 

Security in Your Community.  He 

explained the partnership of the Fire, 

Police, and Health Departments in 

forming task forces, providing 

training, and upgrading equipment.  He 

discussed possible emergency 

situations and how they will be 

handled.  He asked for community 

assistance in surveillance of suspicious 

activity and in notifying the police.  He 

had suggestions for equipment and 

supplies each household should have 

on hand.  CERT (Community 

Emergency Response Team) has been 

formed to train members of 

neighborhoods, community 

organizations, or workplaces in basic 

response skills.  Mr. Artis left booklets 

and brochures for all members to take 

home. 

 

     Business Meeting 

Å Membership ï Membership is on 

the rise and our goal for this year is a 

15% increase. 

Å Road resurfacing - Due to a slow 

response on the part of the County, 

CHA went directly to Jim Smithôs 

office.  We were promised a new 

schedule along with a reassessment of 

the original plans.  Most recently the 

curbs and aprons on Northway Rd. 

have been replaced.  Some curbs on 

Walgrove are still in a state of 

disrepair, so George will investigate.  

We will request that they return in the 

spring to repave Glyndon Dr. 

Å Storm drain culvert - Plans were 

made to repair this problem affecting 

Chartley Dr. and Highmeadow 

residents; however, the decision was 

made that the repair work could not be 

done.  Meanwhile, a survey was 

completed by these residents in July.  

This resulted in a 48% decision to opt 

for the development of an 

environmental area.  Since this project 

will take a few years to complete, we 

have asked the County to make some 

improvements.    

 

Å Zoning - CHA was instrumental in 

getting our voice heard over the 

building of Walgreenôs Drugstore 

where Susquehanna Bank is now 

located.   Attendance at meetings, 

letters and emails helped to defeat this 

plan. 

Å Sweep ï County inspectors will 

once again sweep through the 

development looking for violations 

which have been discussed at previous 

meetings and printed in the 

newsletters.   This sweep will occur 

October 18 ï 22. 

Å Newsletter - Fred Hyman and staff 

were thanked for their tireless efforts 

in producing an exemplary publication.  

Both Councilmen will be encouraged 

to continue submitting articles.  At the 

next Board of Directors meeting, we 

will vote on whether or not to continue 

delivery to every resident or just to 

members.  One newsletter per year 

would continue to be distributed to 

everyone.   

 

CHA Initiatives for the Future 

Å Clean-up Day ï This annual event 

will be held in early May. 

Å Community bulletin boards ï CHA 

applied for a grant with Baltimore 

County to provide the community with 

three bulletin boards which will 

announce meetings and special events.  

We plan to put them on Gwynnwest, 

Sacred Heart Lane, and near the Post 

Office. 

Å Street lighting ï Since there are no 

street lights on Glyndon Dr., 

volunteers will be asking the residents 

if they wish to have lights.  If two-

thirds say yes, Baltimore County will 

present a plan. Decorative lamps 

would be placed every 200 feet on 

property lines, not directly in front of 

houses.  Hopefully there will be no 

cost to the residents.  Bob Morano is 

working on this project.  Meanwhile, 

everyone is reminded to turn porch 

lights on at night. 

Å 2005 Sweep 

Å COP Night Out - August 2, 2005 

Lynn Greenwalt and Dave Powers 

were thanked for their excellent work 

on the 2004 event. 

 

 Treasurerôs Report:  Including COP 

money, there is a balance of $6,483.34. 

 New Secretary:  Cindy Smith has 

volunteered to fill in as recording 

secretary since Donna Weitz is 

moving.  Cindy was given a chance to 

speak on behalf of Reisterstown 

Youth, Inc.  She thanked CHA for its 

donation to the after-school program, 

ñThe Spotò and provided fliers of 

information for members to take home.

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1) Clean the crack by removing all loose dirt and chunks of concrete with an awl or hook. 2) If there are larger chunks of 
concrete you can  use a mallet and chisel to loosen them.  Use a broom or a stiff brush to remove small pieces of concrete 
and dirt.   3) Then spray the crack with a garden hose using a spray attachment to remove any remaining debris. It is 
important to clean the crack well so that the patching material will adhere to it.  

4) If there is oil in the crack, use detergent to s crub it out then rinse well. 5)  Allow all surfaces to dry before continuing 
with the patching process. 6)  Cracks that are less than ¼" are generally filled with sealants that come in a caulk gun 
tube. If you are using filler from a caulk container or tube,  squeeze the filler into the crack until it begins to overflow. 
Then smooth it out using a metal or plastic scraper. It may be necessary to repeat this process to ensure that you are 
filling the crack completely.  

7)  Cracks that are between ¼" and ½" are generally filled with premixed mortar or sealants that come i n a can or 
plastic jug. Shake or stir the product well before using.  According to directions on the product, squeeze the filler into the 
crack until it begins to overflow. Then smooth it out using a metal or plastic scraper. It may be necessary to repeat this 
process to ensure that you are filling the crack completely. 8)  Cracks that are larger than 1/2"  must be filled with 
premixed concrete which comes is bags weighing 60 lbs or 90 lbs. Mix your material as the manufacturer recommends, 
and pour this mater ial into the crack. 9)  Let the mortar set up for about an hour before using a trowel to remove any 

excess .  Make sure to keep the repair moist for several days by keeping it covered with a plastic sheet.

Geese could teach humans a lot 

Fact No. 1: As each bird flaps 

its wings, it creates an uplift draft 

for the bird following. By flying 

in a "V" formation, the whole 

flock adds a greater flying range 

than if one bird flew alone. 

Lesson No. 1: People who 

share a common direction and 

sense of community can get 

where they're going quicker and 

more easily because they are 

traveling on the strength of one 

another. 

Fact No. 2: Whenever a goose 

falls out of formation, it suddenly 

feels the drag and resistance of trying 

to fly alone and quickly gets back 

into formation to take advantage of 

the lifting power of the bird 

immediately in front. 

Lesson No. 2: If we have as much 

sense as geese, we will stay in 

formation and be willing to accept 

help when we need it and give help 

when it is needed. 

Fact No. 3: When the lead goose 

gets tired, it rotates back into the 

formation, and another goose flies in 

the point position. 

Lesson No. 3: Geese instinctively 

share the task of leadership and do 

not resent the leader 

Fact No. 4: The geese in formation 

honk from behind to encourage 

those up front to keep up their speed. 

Lesson No. 4: We need to make 

sure our honking from behind is 

encouraging and not something else. 

Fact No. 5: When a goose gets 

sick, is wounded or is shot down, 

two geese drop out of formation and 

follow it down to earth to help and 

protect it. They stay with their 

disabled companion until it is able to 

fly again or dies. They then launch 

out on their own or with another 

formation or catch up with the flock. 

Lesson No. 5: If we have as much 

sense as geese, we, too; will stand by 

one another in difficult times and 

help the one who has dropped out 

regain his place in the formation.

 When one enters the Chambers 

Community Center at 308 Main Street in 

Reisterstown on a weekday afternoon, one 

can usually hear the voices of the middle 

school students who are doing homework, 

enjoying a recreational activity, chatting, 

having a snack, or just unwinding from a 

day at school.  That is because the 

building is home to ñThe Spotò, an after-

school program for middle-school age 

children, which is an outreach program 

funded by Reisterstown Youth, 

Incorporated. 

 Reisterstown Youth is a non-profit 

group whose mission is to provide a safe 

and challenging environment in which 

emerging adults can become responsible 

citizens through academic and personal 

growth.  The Spot opened in October, 

2003 with an enrollment of seven middle 

schoolers.  In a very short time, They Spot 

grew to their current number of 16.  With 

a full time executive director, and two 

staff member - one full time and one part 

time, they are very well-equipped to meet 

their goals.  Named after Reisterstown 

community philanthropist Dale Scott 

Chambers, the Chambers Center is quite 

spacious, with several lounge area to 

relax, do homework, or chat; a fully-

equipped room filled with computers; and 

a kitchen area where daily snacks are 

prepared.  The air was filled during one 

Thursday afternoon with the delicious 

smell of baking lasagna, quite a nice 

afternoon ñsnack.ò 

 During a typical school day, the staff 

arrives in the late morning to prepare for 

the day.  Staff members meet the children 

at 2:30 p.m. at Franklin Middle School, 

where all but one are students, and 

accompany them on the three block walk 

back to the Youth Center. 

Anita Taylor, a former Howard 

County teacher, is the executive director 

of The Spot, and is very pleased with the 

speed at which the program has 

blossomed.  She hopes to be able to 

expand the capabilities in a very short 

time for an additional two students.  There 

is currently a waiting list for ñThe Spotò, 

but Ms. Taylor is currently in the process 

of hiring additional staff to allow 

expansion of the program.  Ms. Taylor 

articulates the need for middle school 

programs, of which all parents of current 

or past middle-schoolers in Reisterstown 

are already aware.  There are a lot of 

options for elementary school children for 

after school care from onsite programs to 

private daycare, and high school students 

can work after school, participate in sports 

programs or join one or more of the many 

clubs and organizations offered by local 

high schools.  Franklin Middle School has 

a limited number of after school 

programs, and most require children to be 

picked by 4:00 p.m.  If anyone has been to 

the Reisterstown library on a weekday 

between the hours of 2:30 and 5:30, they 

know itôs jammed packed with kids 

hanging out after school waiting for a 

parent to come and pick them up. 

 The students are a lively group, and 

are certainly not just ñhanging out.ò  

Many have developed close friendships in 

the short time they have known each 

other.  There is adequate time for getting 

to know each other during the routine 

activities of each afternoon.  Generally, 

there is a 10-minute discussion as soon as 

they enter the facilities, which functions 

as a transitional period from the school 

setting to the after-school activities at the 

Spot.  Homework follows, with tutorials 

from staff as needed, as well as having 

school agendas checked by staff.  During 

Mondays and Thursdays, there is a 

scheduled recreant time, which consists of 

kickball or dodge ball.  Occasionally, 

guests come in and provide special 

activities such as a recent hip-hop dance 

lesson. 

 Reisterstown Youth, Incorporated, 

although sharing space with the United 

Methodist Church next door, is not a 

religious organization.  It is privately 

funded by contributions and also collects 

a modest tuition of approximately $100 

per month. 

 Randy Wells, a full time staff member, 

is an Americorps member, and receives  

his salary from a grant from the 

Americorps program.  This nationwide 

program encourages young people to 

serve communities and gain training in 

their career pursuits.  Randy plans to 

continue a career in community service 

after completion of his Americorps 

training, possibly as a police officer.  

AmeriCorps is a network of national 

service programs that engage more than 

50,000 Americans each year in intensive 

service to meet needs in education, public 

safety, health and the environment.  

Americorps members serve through more 

than 2100 nonprofits, public agencies and 

faith based organizations.  For further 

information on the AmeriCorps program, 

visit their website at www.americorps.org. 

 Ayauna Barron, a recent graduate of 

the State University of New York at 

Brockport is a part-time staff person at the 

Spot.  Her long-term career goals include 

forming her own non-profit organization 

in the future to serve low income 

individuals and families.
