GENERAL MEETING

OCTOBER 27, 2005
The CHA General Meeting was called to order at 7:06, pm.

Mike Toohey, President, greeted residents, introduced himself and members of the board.  He then presented his agenda for the meeting.
The minutes of the last General Meeting (April 28, 2005) were approved by the members.

Report to Chartley Residents 

Membership:  is lagging behind last year’s and Mike is seeking ways to increase participation.  He emphasized the importance of maintaining a high percentage of the residents in the Association.  When representing and soliciting county government to support Chartley projects, the first question he is asked is “how many or what percent of residents are you representing.”  This question is also asked when we apply for grants for special projects.
Chartley Community Board Signs:  Two signs have been installed.  The proposed site for the third one is awaiting approval of the county. We are still considering placement near the Post Office on Glyndon Drive.

Road Resurfacing:  The County said that Glyndon Drive is slated to be repaved this year. However, if they do not get to it soon, it will be moved to the Spring. We are hoping to encourage them to do the repaving on Northway Road, Northway Court, Glyndon Drive, and Naso Street.
Scholarship Award:  The Joe Molinaro Scholarship was awarded Nikos Daley.

COP Night-Out:  The August 2nd event was deemed a success with recognition and thanks being extended to Lynn Greenwalt and Dave Powers.

Newsletter:  The “Chartley Chatter” continues to be a success and keeps us informed.

Treasurer’s report: was presented and discussed—a copy of it is attached.

Open Forum & New Business:
The traffic light at Glyndon and Main Street:  ROG President Calvin Ritter reported final approval of  the light is expected by the first of November.  A motion was made and approved to send a letter to the State applauding the approval and requesting a prompt installation.  Delegate Dan Morhaim stood and stated that he would help move the process.
Budget—The budget was discussed, questions asked and answered and then it was approved.  

Old School Building at New Avenue—ROG President Ritter asked for ideas for use of the Old building.  This building is outside CHA province but anyone wishing to present  an idea can write President Ritter at Box ll7, Reisterstown, Md. 21136.

Pay pal system of paying dues will be considered.  

Old Business:
Traffic Calming—different methods of calming were discussed such as speed bumps vs. speed humps, more police monitoring and the question was raised as to why Bond Avenue got speed humps first.  The answer was that Bond Avenue was not a CHA initiative but a result of Bond resident working together and pushing the county to install them.  Mike stressed the need for more CHA volunteers to call county officials to address Chartley traffic issues.
Storm drain culvert is on schedule.

Guest Speaker:  Glen Barnes, Manager, Long and Foster Real Estate, gave a presentation of Property values in Chartley.  He stressed that the main interest showed by a potential buyer was condition  of the roof, bath rooms, kitchen, furnace when selling a home.  Chartley properties continue to appreciate.
