CHARTLEY HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION, Inc.

General Meeting – October 26, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 7:03 PM by President Mary Molinaro. The meeting was held at All Saint’s Episcopal Church.

The minutes of the last General Meeting (April 27, 2006) were approved.

Mary greeted residents and mentioned that Jessie Bryant donated a gavel to CHA to be passed from president to president.
Report to Chartley Residents

CHA Mission and website: The CHA mission statement was displayed. Mary discussed the website found through www.marylandtowns.com. A link to the Chartley Homeowners Association can be found on the right side of the website. She welcomed input from the community regarding the website or any matters for CHA.
Community Yard Sale: Mary thanked everyone who participated in the community yard sale. She offered a special thanks to Brian Leubecker for his efforts. It is planned to make the community yard sale and community clean up day an annual event. Originally it was proposed to have the event in the spring but because of budget reasons it worked out to hold the event in the fall. Discussion ensued about whether to continue with the fall or move back to spring. This year the clean up date fell on a Jewish holiday. Mary apologized for this oversight and will work to avoid it in the future.
COP Night Out: Mary thanked Lynn Greenwalt and Dave Powers for their efforts with the COP night out. 

CHA Budget: Mary presented the 2006/2007 budget. She was asked to provide the previous year’s budget when presented the next time so it can be compared to the proposed budget. The dues item is for organization dues for ROG. Future projects represents the money set aside for lights throughout the community. We might have to pay 10% of the cost which hasn’t been asked for yet; but, we are saving just in case. CHA does not pay for any political contributions. There weren’t any additional questions regarding the budget. Bob McMahon motioned to approve the budget and Eileen Rufner seconded the motion. The motion passed to approve the budget.
Guest Speaker: Mary introduced the guest speaker, Dale Shaddock, from Brick Bodies. Dale correlated CHA mission to promote health with Brick Bodies mission. Brick Bodies has been around for 21 years. Dale provided a layout of the facility. It will be 36,000 square feet which is the largest Brick Bodies facility. A resident asked how Brick Bodies compared to Gold’s Gym. Dale’s response was convenience, cost and cleanliness. Another difference is Brick Bodies has programs geared for teens and for the elderly where Gold’s Gym doesn’t. Dale also discussed that the cost is very competitive. Brick Bodies also has an option to freeze membership for a minimal fee with a valid reason. The facility will have personal trainers and physical therapists who are all licensed and certified. The contract is for a year and monthly thereafter. Presently Brick Bodies is offering price deals prior to opening. These deals change regularly so if anyone is interested they should inquire soon.
We were also expecting a representative from the firehouse but they did not show.

Membership: 2006-2007 membership is 287 residents per Sue Donnelly membership chairperson.
New curbs and repaving: Paving and new curbs were completed for Glyndon Drive. Chartley Drive was previously done. CHA continues to work with the county to have them work on all the roads. They only do so many each year.
Lighting: Sacred Heart lighting is complete. Homevale and Highmeadow are scheduled next for updated lighting. Once all the fixes are done CHA will look at other areas needing additional lighting.

Culvert: A meeting is planned for the homeowners impacted by the culvert to understand what will be happening. The meeting is scheduled for 11/16/06.
Community Signs: The 3rd sign proposed to be placed at Shirley Manor is still being considered. The homeowners where the sign will be placed need to be contacted.

Camden Auto: The covenants were sent to Sebastian Cross from our attorney David Cole to have it signed.
ROG: We are seeking a ROG representative for CHA.

Meetings: A concept plan conference for Woodside Village was scheduled 10/30. A development review committee scheduled for 11/6 was tabled. There is a zoning hearing for Old Hanover Road and Piney Grove Road scheduled for 11/29.

Electricity: The Sun provided a pricing diagram in the paper on 10/20. 

Treasurer’s Report: Ray Burden, an accountant in Reisterstown, who prepares CHA’s taxes for free, was given a gift certificate for his generosity. COP funds were received but no expenditures yet. A motion was made to approve the treasurer’s report. The motion was second. Motion passed to approve the treasurer’s report.
Unfinished Business: Stop sign at Shirley Manor and Glyndon Drive was proposed for traffic calming. Since it is a corridor road a speed bump can not be used. The classification would need to be changed. Precedence for allowing a speed bump on a corridor road is Kenilworth Avenue in Towson which is classified as a corridor and has narrowing of the street to calm speeding. A resident mentioned trees that are only trimmed on one side and not the other by the county. The county’s only concern with trimming the trees is to accommodate the snow plows. The zoning sweep did occur about 2 weeks ago. George Vintz is waiting on the report. The plan is to continue to have the yard sale, clean up day and zoning sweep the same as this year. There appears to be dumping occurring on Glyndon Drive near the elementary school. Various residents have called to have it removed. The proposed traffic light at Glyndon Drive and Reisterstown Road will be installed in November and will hopefully relieve traffic at Shirley Manor and Chartley Drive.
New Business: There isn’t a street sign at the 300 block of Highmeadow. Walgrove and Shirley Manor need a street sign as well as a no outlet sign. George Vintz will handle this.
Additional Information: Calvin Reter reported that he saved $9.45 on September bill with Con Ed. Everything about his billing and service stayed the same; just the charge is different.
