Removql of Snow and Ice

Apparently, many re5|dents ﬂave
not read, or decided to ignore, the
Baltimore County code (8 18-3-107)
that was printed in the October 2009
Chatter regarding the removal of
snow and ice from their sidewalks.
For that reasons we are highlighting
the requirements of the code again:

N9 Within 24 hours after the fall of
any snow, each person occupying
a residential building shall re-
move and clear away, or cause to
f Ise femoved and cleared away, the
snow or ice from the foot pave-
ments fronting streets in the
county.
In removing or clearing the snow
ar jce the person may not:
9 Obstruct the passage of water
in gutters along the street; or
9 Throw the snow on the paved
portion of the street.
If the person does not remove and
clear the snow or ice, the county
may do so at the expense of the
person.

In addition to the other remedies
provided in this section, a person
who fails to comply with this section
is guilty of a misdemeanor and sub-
ject to a fine of $25 for each failure
and an additional $25 for each day
the obstruction continues.

Keeping Time For 122
Years
It was 1887 and the proceeds of an

oyster supper and door-to-door sub-
scription drives had resulted in the

purchase of a town clock and bell for
the town of Reisterstown. It was built
by the Howard Watch and Clock
Company in Boston. The clock had an
unusual and intricate system of ba-
lanced weights, which weighed almost

500 pounds each. It was mounted atop
the first and only town hall, the first
floor of which housed the F.P. Godwin
Livery Stable uptown. Winding was
required weekly by pull cables. Colo-
nel Edwin D. Selby started the
winding in 1888, a task that became a
family tradition when his grandson J.
Edwin Eline continued the winding.
For the past
Eline has taken on the responsibility.
By 1967, the original hall had be-
come unstable and was slated for de-
molition. A new home for the now
familiar landmark clock was needed.
This was a challenge because several
hundred feet were necessary for free
movement of the unique pull cables.
The lonic Lodge, No. 145 had been
built in 1926 and was already the tal-
lest building in town. It could accom-
modate the pulleys. Cupola plans were
drawn by James Forbesand the tower

we see today was built by Reisters-
town Lumber Company while Law-
rence W. Reterof Owings Mills did
the structural work. The clock was
dismantled piece by piece and stored
by J. Edwin Eline after last striking at
10 a.m. January 30, 1967.

In 1968, the clock and bell were re-
installed in the lonic Lodge cupola.
