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Membership 

The 2009-2010 fiscal year came to 

an end on June 30 with a total of 272 

residents paying their dues in the 

fiscal year. With 790 homes in 

Chartley that only a 34% member-

ship participation rate. However, this 

is a slight increase from the 2008-

2009 fiscal year rate of 32%. This 

shows that we have grown some in 

the last year. 

More good news is that 92 house-

holds have already paid their dues for 

the fiscal year that began July 1. 

On August 3, the membership 

committee will be collecting dues at 

the National Night Out at Reisters-

town Elementary School. In October, 

the membership committee will also 

be at Cleanup Day at Glyndon Ele-

mentary School. Finally, in Novem-

ber, postcards will be mail to all 

those households that have not paid 

their dues.  

Last year it cost the Association 

over $200 to print and mail out post-

cards to 612 households that had not 

paid their dues. If you have not paid 

your dues for 2010-2011, you can 

reduce this cost when you attend Na-

tional Night Out or Cleanup Day by 

bringing along $10.00 to pay your 

dues.

Community Cleanup Day 

On Saturday, October 9, the Chart-

ley Homeowners Association has 

scheduled a Cleanup Day for the 

community. The dumpsters will be 

available during this one day event 

from 7 a.m. to 11 a.m. The contain-

ers will be located on Glyndon Drive 

along the open field of Glyndon 

Elementary School. 

Residents should be aware that 

Baltimore County only accepts non-

recyclable and non-compostable 

waste at their landfill. Examples of 

non-recyclable items deemed accept-

able are broken or unwanted furni-

ture and metallic items such as tools 

and lawnmowers. Any gas-operated 

tool must have the gas tank removed.  

It should be noted that items such 

as antifreeze, batteries, oil, paint and 

household chemicals would not be 

accepted at the cleanup site.  

Also on the prohibited items are 

caustic acids, pesticides, medical 

waste, animal carcasses, large 

stumps, wood logs, and any materials 

that contain asbestos. In addition, the 

county has stated that absolutely no 

commercial waste is to be accepted 

during any community cleanup 

event. 

John Hartlove, cleanup chairper-

son, is looking for volunteers for ap-

proximate 2-hour shifts to help direct 

residential traffic during the event. If 

you have any questions or you are 

willing to help, please contact John

You do not have to be an Associa-

tion member to participate in this 

cleanup day. 
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Crime In Chartley  

Crime within Chartley continues to 

be relatively low, while crime levels 

in our Precinct 3 began to increase 

somewhat during May. Table 1 

shows crime levels both in Pre-

cinct 3 and in Chartley from March 

thru the first half of June: 

Throughout the precinct during 

each of the months shown in the 

chart, theft, such as property theft 

and shoplifting, was the most fre-

quently recorded crime. This was 

followed by theft from automo-

biles, destruction of property, and 
non-domestic assault. The crimes 

that were reported within Chartley 

during that same time are 

shown in Table 2. As indicated 

in above, theft from automo-

biles continues to be a major 

concern, 

including 

here in Chartley. 

Residents are 

cautioned to al-

ways lock their 

vehicles when 

unattended, even 

for a few mo-

ments, and to re-

move valuable items from sight. The 

police report that items that are most 

frequently targeted by thieves are 

electronic items such as computers, 

GPS devices, cell phones, cameras, 

particularly digital cameras, and 

iPods that have been carelessly left in 

plain view within the vehicle.

Primary Enforcement Unit 
For Receipt of Junk/Scrap 
Metal Report 

On October 5, 2009, Baltimore 

County Council passed Bill 78-09 

requiring any junk dealer or scrap 

metal processor in Baltimore County 

to be licensed and to report certain 

information to the Police Depart-

ment. Since enacted, the Police De-

partment and the Department of 

Permits and Development Manage-

ment have collaborated with scrap 

metal industry representatives along 

with concerned citizens to establish 

policies and procedures in accor-

dance with County law. 

During the 2010 Maryland General 

Assembly, a law requiring junk and 

metal processors to submit informa-

tion to the primary law enforcement 

agency was enacted. The County, by 

law was required to designate a pri-

mary enforcement unit to receive the 

information as described by State 

law. Resolution 45-10 designates the 

Baltimore County Police Department 

as the primary law enforcement unit 

to administer reporting requirements 

and receive required records. 

Temporary Womenôs Shelter 

 A contract with Modular Genius, 

Inc. to lease five modular trailer units 

as temporary shelter for residents of 

the Hannah Moore Shelter has been 

approved. An anticipated eight-

month renovation project of the facil-

ity will require temporary shelter 

able to house up to 100 residents. 

The Hannah More Shelter currently 

provides temporary housing for 80 

residents, including married and sin-

gle women, husbands and children in 

need of shelter for various reasons. 

This contract continues for eight 

months, and will automatically re-

new for one additional three-month 

period in one-month increments with 

compensation not exceeding 

$205,516 over the entire eleven-

month term including renewals. 

Substance Abuse Treatment 
Programs 

Approval has been granted by the 

County Council for amendment to 

four substance abuse treatment ser-

vices allowing extension of each 

contract by one year through June 

30, 2011. Three of the contract terms 

increase from ten to eleven years, 

while the fourth increases from 

twelve to thirteen years. Estimated 

compensation for the additional year 

of the four contracts increases esti-

mated compensation over the entire 

amended terms from $32,023,302 to 

$35,967,587. 

This measure is being necessitated 

by the uncertainty of the FY 2011 

grant from the State of Maryland 

Department of Health and Mental 

Hygiene, Alcohol and Drug Abuse 

Administration (ADAA). The ADAA 

is currently restructuring grant fund-

ing to local jurisdictions. This

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process is expected to extend into FY 

2011 and possibly through FY 2012. 

As a result of ADAA restructuring it 

will be difficult to issue a Request 

for Proposals adequately reflecting 

funding available, therefore the De-

partment of Health Bureau of Beha-

vioral Health must seek extension of 

the current terms in order to continue 

services. 

Currently services to individual, 

group and family therapy; medica-

tion management; addiction educa-

tion and relapse prevention; voca-

tional assistance as well as referral to 

ancillary services are being provided 

by Alcohol and Drug Treatment, Inc, 

First Step, Inc.; Friends Research 

Institute, Inc., d/b/a Epoch Counsel-

ing Center; and Glass Mental Health 

Foundation, Inc. 

Technical Support Services, 
Accessories, Electrodes & 
Defib/Pacing Electrodes 

Approval has been given to con-

tract with Physio Control, Inc. to 

provide maintenance, repair and 

technical support services for the 

cardiac monitors, defibrillators and 

related equipment used by the Fire 

Departmentôs Emergency Medical 

Services (EMS) division. The con-

tract commenced on July 1, 2009 

with a term of 7 years. Maximum 

compensation totals $456,204 over 

the entire 7-year term. In addition, 

the contract provides for a 15% dis-

count off the current list price for any 

accessories, electrodes and de-

fid/pacing electrodes that are pur-

chased for equipment that is not cov-

ered under the service agreement. 

The County may terminate the 

agreement by providing written 60 

day notice. 

The contractor will provide pre-

ventative maintenance, problem di-

agnosis and repairs, and yearly bat-

tery replacement for the Lifepak 12 

cardiac monitors and defibrillators 

and related equipment that are in ser-

vice on the Countyôs ambulances and 

EMS Supervisor response vehicles. 

Maturity Works Grant  

 The Administration is requesting 

approval of Memorandum of Under-

standing (MOU) to partner with the 

Mayor and City Council of Balti-

more, acting through the Mayorôs 

office of Employment and Develop-

ment (MOED), to broaden participa-

tion of mature workers in high-

growth, high-demand healthcare ca-

reers in the Baltimore region. The 

County will use a portion of a 3-year 

Federal Aging Workforce initiative 

grant to compensate the City for ser-

vices it provides related to this re-

gional endeavor. The MOU com-

mences upon Council approval and 

continues through August 16, 2012. 

Compensation by the County may 

not exceed $212,676 over the ap-

proximate 2-year and 4-month term. 

The City will provide healthcare 

career development services for ma-

ture workers. Specifically, the City 

will hire a Career Development Faci-

litator and provide office space, 

equipment, and supplies necessary 

for the facilitator to work with the 

Cityôs career development centers. 

The facilitator will recruit mature 

participants from the centers, refer 

them for occupational skills training 

in targeted healthcare careers and 

assist them in securing full-time em-

ployment. 

Packing, Removal and Dis-
posal of Household Hazard-
ous Waste 

Council approval has been given to 

contract with Clean Venture, Inc. to 

provide packing, removal and dis-

posal services for household hazard-

ous waste. The contract continues for 

one year and will automatically re-

new for nine additional one-year pe-

riods. Compensation including a 

59% volume increase contingency 

that may not exceed $71,543 for the 

initial one-year term and may not 

exceed $8,107,974 over the entire 

ten-year term, including renewals.  

Household hazardous waste in-

cludes paints, cleaners, automotive 

fluids, flammable or combustible 

solvents, pesticides and other mate-

rials not permitted in regular trash 

pick-up. Pick up from the Household 

Hazardous Waste Drop-off Facility 

located at the Eastern Sanitary Land-

fill will be conducted on an as need 

basis and will also include the semi-

annual Household Hazardous Waste 

Day held at a central County loca-

tion. 

According to the Baltimore Coun-

ty Department of Environmental 

Protection, (DEPRM), approx-

imately 68,520 residents disposed 
of hazardous waste at County facili-

ties from 2001 through 2009. 

Access to Care 

Baltimore County Council has ap-

proved an addition $15,000 in fund-

ing to be added to the $90,000 grant 

awarded to Baltimore Countyôs 

Health Department by the Kaiser 

Foundation Health Plan of the Mid-

Atlantic State, Inc. to assist eligible 

county residents who are uninsured 

or underinsured.  

County residents eligible for the 

Partners H.I.P. program between the 

ages of nineteen to sixty-four with 

income level of less than $55, 125, 

for a family meet eligibility require-

ments. This program is offered on a 

sliding scale based on income with 

the county promoting the plan, refer-

ring residents, processing applica-

tions and determining eligibility. 

This discounted insurance is limited 

to three years in duration per partici-

pant and is limited to approximately 

600 participants

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2010 Legislative Gains in 

Northwest Baltimore County  

by Delegate Dan Morhaim 

The Maryland General Assemblyôs 

legislative session ended in April, 

and there are developments notewor-

thy for the Chartley community and 

the northwest Baltimore County area. 

These accomplishments happened 

because citizens, communities, and 

our state legislative team (Bobby 

Zirkin, Jon Cardin, Dan Morhaim, 

Dana Stein) worked together. Coor-

dinating efforts, listening, and find-

ing solutions are the best ways to get 

things done. 

The disposition of the Rosewood 

property is of paramount interest. At 

both the State and local levels, the 

process is working. Stevenson Uni-

versity will be designated as the 

Master Developer. This means that 

Stevenson will continue to grow as a 

vibrant 4-year university in the heart 

of our community, bringing jobs, 

stability, cultural programs, and edu-

cation.

I have noticed many signs going up 

throughout the neighborhood.

Isnôt 

the placement of these signs illegal?

  Thank you for your question. This 

has surely been a ñsore spotò for 

many neighbors. We received many 

emails and calls in regard to this sub-

ject. One of our residents was nice 

enough to get all this information for 

us from Baltimore County. Yes, the 

placement of these signs is illegal. 

Temporary signs can only be placed 

on private property with the ownerôs 

approval. You cannot put signs in the 

right of way at the front of your 

home (between the sidewalk and the 

curb) or intersections that are gov-

ernment owned property. Any signs 

that are illegally placed can be re-

moved and a fine of $200 a day per 

sign can be issued. Weôre told Balti-

more County will now be enforcing 

this due to the many complaints 

around the county. Campaign signs 

also are under the same law and have 

a size restriction and can only be dis-

played 45 days before the election. 

Our neighbor suggests that when 

signs are purchased, the seller should 

make the buyer aware of all the laws 

so they can avoid these fines. For any 

further information go to 

 www.baltimorecountymd.gov (ar-

ticle 4 section 450) If you see any 

illegal signs contact Baltimore 

County Code Enforcement at 410-

887-3351.

I have discovered a new eatery, al-

though it was established three years 

ago. Itôs called Gourmet Girls  and 

is owned and run by Lois and Bar-

bara. Itôs a combination deli, small 

grocery, foods to go meals, bakery, 

salad bar, and offers a wide assort-

ment of snack bags (chips, pretzels, 

etc). There is also an eat-in dining 

room. The location is a right turn off 

of Red Run Boulevard at Pleasant 

Hill Road and then make a right into 

Dolfield Business Park (Easter 

Court) and pull into the parking lot. 

You will see the GG logo. Their web 

address is 

www.GourmetGirlsMD.com. 

The food is high quality, made to 

order meals for breakfast, lunch and 

dinner. I notice the menu leans to-

wards healthful, fresh ingredients for 

their signature sandwiches ($7.95) 

and wraps ($6.96). They offer a Tus-

can salad bar ($5.99) and their soups 

are homemade with the choice 

changing daily. Dinner is $9.95 and 

although the menu changes daily, 

they always offer seafood, chicken, 

beef and a vegetarian dish.   

When you first walk in you see 

four rows of grocery shelves. Itôs an 

eclectic mix of foods from jams, pas-

ta, chocolates, dips, crackers, drink 

mixes and much, much more. Many 

of the bagged products for sale are 

preservative-free. I made a wonder-

ful food gift basket from the choices 

offered. I also bought some delicious 

Scottish strawberry jam with Cham-

pagne. On passing the grocery items, 

you come to the deli counter. When 

you reach this counter, friendly, busy 

professionals greet you. You then 

order from the menus on the wall. 

Proceeding along towards the regis-

ter, you pass the display of fresh lun-

cheon meats and cheeses for the 

wraps and sandwiches, but also the 

take-home items like (but not limited 

to) crab cakes, pasta salads, green 

salads, cooked chicken ready to be 

reheated: things for the tired commu-

ter to take home for dinner. These 

items change daily, too. As you fur-

ther make your way to the register, 

you pass the desserts. They have 

cookies, cupcakes (provided by the 

Cupcake Lady) and usually have five 

or six cakes brought in by Sugarbak-

ers. Try passing up any of these! 

You order your food, find a table 

and wait for your name to be called. 

The lunchroom is bright and airy 

with wooden tables and chairs with 

padded seats. There is local artwork 

on the walls which makes the room 

inviting. You get your own plastic 

utensils, napkins, and drinks. I have 

been there for breakfast and lunch, 

but have not tried dinner. They close 

at 7:00, an early hour, but they are 

probably back by 6 a.m. the next day. 

I highly recommend this nice, clean 

well-run restaurant. Someone please 

let me know how the dinner menu 

was. 

One important note, they also do 

catering, so if you are having an 

event, check with them, too.

In the Presidentôs Secret 

Service 
Behind the Scenes with Agents in the 

Line of Fire and the Presidents They 

Protect 

by Ronald Kessler 

Although released nearly a year 

ago, I only recently discovered In 

the Presidentôs Secret Service in the 

óNew Releasesô section of the public 

library. Since I often gravitate toward 

political science/security/intelligence 

books, this one seemed particularly 

intriguing. As it turned out, In the 

Presidentôs Secret Serviceôs subtitle 

(Behind the Scenes with Agents in 

the Line of Fire and the Presidents 

They Protect) is in no way mislead-

ing. This page-turner, while at times 

tabloidish, takes the reader deep be-

hind the scenes with past presidents, 

vice presidents and cabinet members, 

offering glimpses into their habits 

and tendencies that are at once fasci-

nating and deeply disturbing.  

Ronald Kessler, the author of this 

New York Times Bestseller, is a 

former Washington Post and Wall 

Street Journal reporter who resides in 

suburban Washington, DC. By all 

accounts, Mr. Kessler has excellent 

journalistic credentials and in this 

250-page book, he packs a treasure 

trove of juicy tidbits about former 

first families as well as an enlighten-

ing exposé about the dysfunctional 

state of the once venerable United 

States Secret Service, mostly through 

firsthand reports from current and 

former Secret Service agents.   

The Presidentôs Secret Service be-

gins with the ironic story of the ori-

gin of the Secret Service, which was 

originally created as a way to fight 

counterfeiting and was signed into 

law as Abraham Lincolnôs last offi-

cial act before his assassination. In 

spite of the assassinations of James 

Garfield (1881) and William McKin-

ley (1894), the Secret Service was 

not officially charged with the duties 

of presidential protection until after 

the almost successful assassination 

attempt on Harry Truman in 1950 (a 

gunfight which took place at Blair 

House in Washington, DC, where 

Truman and his family were staying 

while the White House was under-

going renovations). Major changes in 

presidential protection took place 

after the assassination of John F. 

Kennedy (1963) and again after the 

near assassination of Ronald Reagan 

(1981).  

A generous portion of In the Presi-

dentôs Secret Service is devoted to 

the salacious and deceptive doings 

within the White House over the past 

several administrations. Below are 

some of the nuggets alleged within In 

the Presidentôs Secret Service which 

were news to me: 

ü Lyndon Johnson was surly, of-

ten drunk, and had many sexual 

trysts. He also had a buzzer in-

stalled in the White House to 

alert him when Lady Bird (his 

wife) was heading his way. 

ü Vice President Spiro Agnew ï 

who espoused family values ï 

had several affairs while in of-

fice. 

ü Jimmy Carter was a rude mi-

cromanager who would walk to 

the Oval Office at 5 am to give 

the appearance of being a hard 

worker only to go back to sleep 

once there. 

ü George H.W. Bush and his wife 

Barbara were among the most 

kind and considerate Secret 

Service protectees, and were of-

ten apologetic to their protective 

detail about keeping them from 

their families. 

The above is just a fraction of the 

bizarre and often inexcusable acts of 

many of our former national leaders 

alleged in In the Presidentôs Secret 

Service. On an equally disturbing 

note, In the Presidentôs Secret Ser-

vice paints an 

alarming por-

trait of the 

current state 

of the United 

States Secret 

Service, 

where favo-

ritism, corner 

cutting by 

management, 

and needless-

ly blocked 

transfers are 

resulting in a 

high attrition 

rate within 

the agency. 

In the Presidentôs Secret Service as-

serts that ñwhile the Secret Service 

fosters conditions that lead expe-

rienced agents to resign, it compro-

mises the security of the president 

vice president, and presidential can-

didates by not assigning enough 

agents to screen everyone with mag-

netometers (metal detectors)ò. 

Although itôs often an unsettling 

read, I thoroughly enjoyed every 

page of In the Presidentôs Secret 

Service, and, like it or not, Iôll re-

member the scandalous deeds asso-

ciated with our former leaders when-

ever I see old footage of them wav-

ing jovially to the oblivious Ameri-

can public.

Access & Linkages ï traffic data, 

transit usage, pedestrian activity, 

and parking usage patterns 

 

Comfort & Image  ï crime 

statistics, sanitation rating, building 

conditions, and environmental data 

Much work will be done over the 

next several months by the CDT 

researching the area and reaching out 

to the stakeholders in preparation for 

the fall Charette. The 2 day 

workshop was followed by a meeting 

July 8th from 7-9 p.m. at All Saints 

Church on Chatsworth Avenue. They 

summarized all the work done during 

the workshop as well as future efforts 

leading to the Charette. The members 

of the stakeholder steering committee 

will continue to meet monthly. If you

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How Reisterstown Became 

Historic  

by Corky Ives 

In the first installment of this look 

at the historic significance of Reis-

terstown, we described the process of 

gaining Historic District status and 

the components that made up that 

District. In this issue, we will look 

more closely at some of the unique 

features of the District which set it 

apart and of which we should be 

aware. 

As mentioned in the previous ar-

ticle, the townôs founding and subse-

quent growth were due largely to 

turnpike travel in the 1700ôs and 

1800's. Besides John Reistersô black-

smith shop and inn, there were ta-

verns, stables, wagon- makers and 

general stores standing in close 

orientation to the street. Many of the 

buildings that housed these endea-

vors are still standing and are being 

used today. Below are some of the 

highlights: 

¶ 340 Main Street  - The Grill 

(Harryman House) 

It is one of the earliest houses in 

Reisterstown. Its large size indi-

cates a degree of prosperity and 

its exterior form and detail are lit-

tle changed. It was built as a 

combined house and business that 

is a common feature of the build-

ings along Main Street. 

¶ 202 Main Street ï Beckley 

House 

Originally dating from the late 

eighteenth century, this building 

is one of the earliest structures in 

the town. Today it houses the Ski 

Shop, Remaining portions of the 

original work indicates substance 

and sophistication. John Beckley 

was the townôs first blacksmith, 

and he ran his business here 

where he lived. 

¶ 143 Main Street ïJohn Gies Sr 

House 

This building has a log construc-

tion and of most importance and 

rarity is a two-story log form. 

With its rear lean-to and low story 

heights, this is the most pictures-

que house of all the ancient struc-

tures. Today it houses the offices 

of Steuart, Ensor and Smith, Co. 

¶ 237-239 Main Street  Thomas 

Store 

A typical combined house and 

business with most of its original 

features and detailing in place. 

Tinaôs and several other antique 

enterprises currently occupy this 

structure. 

¶ 230 Main Street ï Grace Me-

thodist Church Parsonage 

The only Gothic ïrevival house in 

Reisterstown. This style is rarely 

found in domestic structures of 

the period. It is currently occupied 

by BagFad, etc. 

¶ 357 Main Street  Godwin House 

A large and important house in 

the Queen Anne Style most re-

cently occupied by a Mortgage 

firm. Especially noteworthy is an 

original and reliable date signa-

ture in its west dormer ñ1896ò. 

Behind the house is a frame privy, 

the sole remainder of many small 

outbuildings once required to 

support rural and village life. 

(Sadly, the privy fell victim to de-

velopment adjacent to the site) 

We have lost many of the early 

buildings, principally in the central 

business district immediately below 

the intersection of 140 and Hanover 

Pike. Most losses were by fire, not 

deliberate destruction. Only # 14 has 

been destroyed by development. It 

was the home of Philip Reister, son 

of the founder and was standing in 

the 1970ôs as one of oldest remaining 

structures with direct ties to the 

founder of the village. This fact re-

minds us to be ever vigilant about 

threats to and encroachments upon 

our heritage. 

   

Robert's Rules 

While reading the proposed bylaws changes in the Chatter I questioned the procedures we follow at our meetings. 

At the CHA April membership meeting the topic of Robert's Rules was raised. Our bylaws state that the parliamentary 

authority is Robert's Rules of Order (revised) but who is Robert and what are his rules? 

Robert's Rules are followed by most organizations to make their meetings more transparent, be better organized, 

flow more smoothly, and make the information more focused and decision making clearer. Many of these rules are 

common sense understandings to gain control of a meeting, keep order, and be fair to participants while resolving is-

sues that must be decided.  

Originally derived from English Parliamentary procedure these rules were first published by U.S. engineer, Army 

General Henry M. Robert , in 1876. Robert's Rules of Order were rapidly accepted as the standard authority on meet-

ing rules and have been updated and revised over the years so that the manual is now in its tenth edition.
