MEMBERSHIP/Sue Donnelly

Karen MacLeod was introduced by Sue.  Karen will be assisting with the membership committee. “Membership by Street— through 03.06.07” chart was passed out and discussed.  Membership is strong at 306.  Membership numbers to be posted on the CHA Community signs.  Jack Sloan stated that this would cost $175 and that he will need lead time for the posting.

NEWSLETTER/Fred Hyman

COP/POLICE/Lynn Greenwalt and Dave Powers

Paul Flanagan and Elroy Gordon were introduced—they will be assisting in the COP/Police functions.  

Reisterstown has a new Police Chief:  Captain Roche.  He will be conducting monthly meetings which we will attend.  Membership is $10.
COP Night-Out will be August 1, and will be at the Reisterstown Elementary School.  Ideas are needed for the program.

There are two 2007 grants which we can apply for:  one up to $500 if we sponsor a sports team, and one which could go up to $5000 grant if we not only sponsor but take a lead role in its development.  These grants will be brought before the April 27 General Meeting.

ZONING/George Vintz

l) The Glyndon Lighting project is complete.  Funds will be set aside for any payment we    

    may need to make up to a year or when billed.  Thanks were expressed to all who gave 
    their time and energy on this 2-year project.  Fred will also give recognition for a job 
    well-done in the “Chatter”.  Plus, Mary will post on the web.  The next lighting project 
    will be Walgrove.
2) Street Paving of Glyndon Drive/Nasso/Northway – a letter is being written to the 
    County Executive as a follow-up for Public Works to commence paving.

3) CHA signs.  The third sign which proposed placement near the Post Office on 

     Glyndon Drive is on hold.  The PO manager has opposed this site.  Negotiation with 
     the Central Office is being considered.  This sign is already paid for.  Landscaping  for 
     the signs is being developed.

4) Home businesses Complaints—Complaints of residents posting home business signs 
    on their front lawns have been received, and referred to the Zoning Commission.  
    Home businesses are prohibited in a residential area.

5) Vacant Store space (Shutter Bug)—Bobby Knatz has assured George that additional 
     county offices will not replace the Shutter Bug spot.

6) Dumpsters for Clean-up Day—Brian Leubecker will have two, possibly three

    dumpsters for the May 20th Clean-up day.

7) Culvert Project between Highmeadow and Chartley is in its final stage and now should 

     be in the bidding process. Construction is set to start Spring, 2007. The company 
    promised to refurbish and redesign for wildlife.

ROG Representative/Mary Molinaro—

Mary reported on the March 6th meeting and will keep CHA advised of concerns impacting directly on the Chartley Community. There was a discussion regarding zoning variances on various parcels of property. The committee for a Middle School in Owings Mills reported that the property needed a new appraisal; but, will be set aside for a school building as soon as the populations in existing schools exceed the allotted amount. A county representative discussed business development in the Main Street corridor of Reisterstown as well as the vacant properties and efforts to try and encourage good companies to move to our area. A report was also given regarding the beginning of the Metro development in Owings Mills. 
Calvin Reter, ROG President, attended our meeting and reported that the Chamber of Commerce is meeting with business owners about forming an electricity co-op.  Currently the co-op is for businesses only but there may be discussion to open it for residents in the future.  He needs volunteers for the Bloomin’ ArtFest which is scheduled for May 20.
