Executive Board Meeting – June 20, 2006

Carol Payne made a motion to write a letter of CHA support and Cindy Smith seconded the motion.  The vote was in favor with one vote dissenting. Mary will write a letter to the County (Councilman Bryan McIntire) regarding our support for approving low-interest loan for the Camden Body Shop property.   Agreement was made that a copy of our letter would be sent to Kevin Kaminetz, Mordehai Gur, Camden Body & Fender Co., Sebastian Cross, Gildea & Schmidt, LLC.

TREASURER’S Report/Jack Livermore – Jack passed out a copy of his budget report and then it was discussed.  He was happy to receive an additional $960 from Fred from Newsletter ads.

BLOCK CAPTAIN’S Report/Jane Hienz -- On target.

HOSPITALITY   -- Mary announced that Edna Kelley will be the Hospitality Chair commencing July 1.

MEMBERSHIP/Sue Donnelly – Sue distributed her CHA Membership report showing for the year 2005-2006: 313 (39.62%) members and other pertinent data.  Sue and George will be sending cards to remaining residents by June 30.  Jack Sloan will post membership drive on CHA signs.

NEWSLETTER/Fred Hyman – The summer issue is scheduled for July 15.  Fred will include a Camden Body Shop report; feature COP Night-Out; information on Chartley’s next zoning sweep; clean up day scheduled for September 23 and reason why the June 10 was cancelled.

A decision was made to continue printing the CHA Application for Membership form in the Newsletter.  A decision will be made as to whether it will continue in subsequent editions.  

POLICE REPORT/Lynn Greenwalt – Lynn reported that COP Night-Out will be August 1st.  Public Safety will be the theme this year and she reported on the activities to be featured.

Volunteers are needed both for helping to get off the ground and for the evening event.  Volunteers should report at 6:15 for whatever time they can give.  Fred will place a notice in the Newsletter and Mary will send out a mass-emailing requesting volunteers.

Dave reported an increase in identify thief and would like this to be reported in the Newsletter also.

ZONING/George Vintz  --  Gil Place has volunteered to maintain the landscaping for the CHA signs and culvert.  Should the Post Office site fail for the location of the 3rd sign, George proposed that it be placed on Bond Avenue at the entrance to Chartley.  Lights on Sacred Heart need to be up-graded and/or replaced.  George has called the County and has received a favorable response.  Lights also need replacing on Highmeadow Rd., Chartley Drive, and Homevale Rd.  Volunteers will be needed for canvassing of residents so that we have a 66 2/3% interest to show the county.  George will coordinate.  Jane volunteered to assist getting the volunteers and handle Chartley with Sue Donnelly. Culvert renovation between Chartley and Highmeadow is on target for spring, 2007 as far as we know.
ROG/Mary Molinaro – Mary attended the June meeting which had a special presentation by Stephen Rosenstein from Maryland Energy Consortium concerning an alternative energy solution to BGE in light of the rate increase issue scheduled to begin July 1st . Fred also attended.  Both report a disappointment in the lack of unbiased information provided.
