Executive Board Meeting Minutes– July 18, 2006

The meeting opened at 7:03 P.M. with Mary Molinaro presiding. The agenda was passed out. The minutes of the June 20, Board Meeting were approved.
PRESIDENT’S Report/Mary – A letter was received requesting nominations for community awards.  The awards are 1) Bridge Builder award and 2) Volunteer Service award. If you know anyone who may qualify, notify Mary Molinaro by email with your recommendation and a description no longer than 2 pages. Nominations are due by September 8.

CORRESPONDENCE/Mary – Mary drafted a letter and sent it to Councilman McIntire offering CHA’s support of Camden Body & Fender receiving assistance with low interest loans from the County.
TREASURER’S Report/Jack Livermore –  Jack passed out a copy of reports for review. The first page is the fiscal year from July 1, 2005 to June 30, 2006. Page 2 is the budget for 2006/2007. The COP night out money is actually for the Social. So, the $730 for Social is now completely expended. Future Projects was discussed and explained as monies being held for possible payment to the county for the lights installed on Glyndon Drive this year. Newsletter income from ads and expenses was raised from the last budget. The budget will be presented for approval at the October General meeting. 
A motion was made to get a $100 gift certificate at a restaurant for Ray Burden who has donated his time to file all the tax returns with the State. Jack Livermore made the motion and Phyllis Daly seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 
COP monies were discussed.
BLOCK CAPTAIN’S Report/Jane Hienz – Block captains started delivering the newsletter the weekend of  7/15.
HOSPITALITY/Edna Kelley – Delivered 3 baskets to new homeowners. It was agreed that if the homeowner does not want to open the door to leave the basket anyway. We now have recycling schedules from the Bureau of Ways and will include them in the welcome basket.
MEMBERSHIP/Sue Donnelly – So far there are 138 memberships for 2006/2007 (5 were new as of the meeting). Postcards have been positive. It has been a mix of renewals and new membership. 
NEWSLETTER/Fred Hyman – The process went smoothly this time. The General Meeting is at the end of October. Fred will try to print and deliver the newsletter approximately 2 weeks prior to the meeting. 

SOCIAL/Lynn Greenwalt – The theme is Public Safety Night. There will be 7 drawings with donated prizes. A few pizza places have donated pizzas (Dominos, Lucas, Mulano’s and Pizza Pizza). Twenty-three pizzas are being donated. Seven more pizzas will be purchased. The group discussed tipping the delivery people. All food, entertainment and supplies have been coordinated. Lynn mentioned the parking and that no one is to park in the circle. Went a little over budget in 2006 (a big $1). The group discussed tipping Thomas since he stays for the entire event and helps out. The pizza donors will be placed on a sign and will also be recognized in the newsletter. 
POLICE REPORT – No news.
ZONING/George Vintz  -  All $300 was spent on landscaping, $10.50 in the red. A citizen on Ringneck Court complained about the street sign and that it needs to be repaired. There was another complaint about a storm drain falling apart on Gwynnwest. Discussion continued about where to place the new sign. The suggestions so far are 
1) Shirley Manor between Chartley Drive and Glydon Drive and 2) Bond Avenue. Placing the sign on Shirley Manor offers coverage in that part of Chartley whereas a sign on Bond is relatively close to the sign already on Sacred Heart. The corner of Walgrove and Shirley Manor was proposed. This needs to be checked and approved before a final decision is made. The county approved the upgrading the lighting on Sacred Heart. Some of the lights will be replaced while others will be painted and repaired.
ROG/Mary Molinaro – The July meeting was cancelled.
OLD BUSINESS:

Confirmation was received from county for the September 23rd clean up day. A to Z Contracting will provide the dumpsters. One unexpected conflict is that clean up day falls on Rosh Hashana. Fred did not think that would have a great impact on the event. 

The community yard sale is one week prior to the clean up day. The publicity for the yard sale needs to be checked. A sign has been made for the clean up day. Someone suggested possibly advertising in The Penny Saver. A banner for the yard sale is $8 per banner. It will read CHA Yard Sale. 
A decision was made to place a $50 ad in the Reisterstown Festival Brochure. Jack Sloan will design the ad.

NEW BUSINESS:  

Jack Livermore made a motion to move some of the money into a money market account at Susquehanna Bank to earn some interest. Presently we are not earning any interest. There was a 2nd for the motion and it was approved unanimously.
