Executive Board Meeting – September 12, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M. with Mary Molinaro presiding. The agenda was passed out. 

The minutes of the July 18, Board Meeting were approved.

PRESIDENT’S Report/Mary – Mary received a postcard from the Baltimore County Management of Solid Waste. There are public discussion meetings scheduled for 9/26 and 10/3 to discuss the Ten Year Solid Waste Management Plan.

YARD SALE REPORT/Alex – Community Yard Sale is 9/16. Ads were placed in the Penny Saver, OM Times, The Sun. There was some discussion on the advertising. Signs will be posted in the area to direct people to the yard sales. Looking for posts to place the signs on.

COMMUNITY CLEAN UP DAY/Brian – There will be volunteers at Glyndon Elementary starting at 7 A.M.. A to Z Waste Disposal is providing 4 containers. George is working on getting some neighborhood kids to volunteer. CHA will provide donuts, coffee and juice. Potentially there may be a pizza night as a thank you to the volunteers. Gloves for the kids was brought up and Brian took that task to provide gloves.

TREASURER’S Report/Jack – CHA was granted $1360 by BCPD for COP. Mary mentioned that she is ready to open a savings account for CHA with the retained earnings. There was discussion about a giving a $100 gift certificate to Ray Burden for completing all of our tax filings for the last few years and inviting him to the next meeting.

CORRESPONDENCE/Mary – Received a note with membership dues thanking everyone working with CHA. There was a Glyndon resident who complained about the dumpsters on the 100 block of Glyndon Drive. They are emptied around 4:30 A.M. which is a Baltimore County issue. Mary discussed  with the apartment complex. She may have more info at the November meeting. There was a complaint about trash on Glyndon Drive. The homeowners did eventually clean it up. A neighbor asked about acknowledging patriotic events. It was suggested to potentially provide small flags to the community. This will be investigated. A neighbor wrote a letter comparing patriotism and recycling. There was some concern with the wording and Fred will review it. A letter from Bob McMahon asked if new sex offenders in the area can be posted in the Chartley Chatter. Dave mentioned that there is a service available that will notify people when sex offenders move into their community. It was discussed about putting the telephone number for this service in the Chartley Chatter.

BLOCK CAPTAIN’S Report/Jane Heinz – A few new block captains have been enlisted.

HOSPITALITY/Edna – There was 1 bereavement card sent and 2 baskets delivered to new homeowners. A call will be placed to Mr. Barnes for new sales. Dr. Ferra lost his son Steven. A bereavement card will be sent. 
MEMBERSHIP/Sue – So far there are 267 members for 2006/2007. Clean up day is another opportunity to sign up new members.
NEWSLETTER/Fred – It is expected that the newsletter will go out a week and a half prior to the general meeting. Fred plans to put pictures, an article and a thank you to the vendors for the COP night out. He will also put in a reminder for the scholarship. There will be a feature piece on the Chartley Shopping Center. The newsletter will also include articles on the Reisterstown Festival, Camden Auto & Body Shop, the yard sale, clean up day and a write up of the Payne’s son who had helped CHA in the past. Fred proposed a $25 gift certificate to regular contributors to the Chartley Chatter. It doesn’t need to be approved if it’s within the newsletter budget.
SOCIAL/Lynn – No news to report.
POLICE REPORT/Lynn – Volunteers were thanked for participating in the COP night. Dave discussed that crime has increased. Since the days are getting shorter we need to remind the community to turn on their outside lights. Lynn attends public safety day. She wants to try other options for COP night. There is a talking fire hydrant, demonstrations from BGE and a talking car. She needs more help and may create a committee.
ZONING/George -  George didn’t make it to the meeting. The 3rd week in October is the community sweep. Mary had asked for it to take place after  9/23 because of clean up day. 
ROG/Mary Molinaro – Installed officers were the same as last year. The Bond Ave island is causing traffic problems. There is a petition for its removal. There is a plan for a sign to be placed before the island so drivers are aware and don’t ruin their tires. There was a complaint about high grass around 123/125 Sacred Heart Lane. Mary plans to notify George but it may not be within Chartley. The old Giant is to become an Office Depot and an Aldi’s. The old Super Fresh will become a Brick Bodies fitness center. There have been complaints about the Maryland Cup company being too noisy. Other issues included the traffic around the new Weinberg Village, a house near the Giant with a painting business and some of the paint getting into the sewers. There’s also question about the residents/owners of the paint business and their workers whether or not additions are being made to house the workers. Politicians attended the meeting and talked. Mary mentioned the yard sale.
NEW BUSINESS: 
Jane discussed inviting Chief Coleman to a meeting to discuss the new firehouse. A meeting is planned for the residents around the culvert at Chartley Drive and Highmeadow Road. The culvert can’t be repaired and needs to be replaced. It is on task for it to a natural environment which will happen around May 2007. The committee involved won’t attend a CHA meeting to discuss; but, rather will schedule a meeting with the homeowners whose property is on the culvert. The General Meeting is 10/26/06 at All Saints. Looking for some new speakers. It needs to be more positive. A suggestion was Lynn Brick and potentially discussing the swimming pool in the new facility.
OLD BUSINESS:

There hasn’t been any news from George regarding the 3rd sign to announce the Chartley area. Once the covenants are signed by Camden Auto Body and us they will be registered in the county Before Mary will sign the document, there are some items in the covenant that need to be addressed. These are correcting the CHA name on the covenant, finding out if the fences will cover the houses in the back of the business. There was also question regarding #3 of the covenant and clarifying “normal business hours”, #4 and discouraging car pickup outside of normal business hours and #5 the “attempt to” needs to be removed. It was felt that an attorney representing CHA needs to review the covenant. There was question about who will enforce it, there aren’t provisions for legal fees and the items in the covenant are not specific enough. We also need clarification for 9.1 and if this has already happened. 
ANNOUNCEMENTS:

The yard sale is 9/16/06 and the community clean up day is 9/23/06. Jane motioned to up the payment to All Saints for renting their space. It was mentioned that Long and Foster hasn’t received anything.
