The guest speaker for the evening, Jessie Bialek from the Office of Planning,  was not able to attend. She was going to discuss the County’s Reisterstown Main Street Revitalization Plan. This plan is being developed as a result of the resolution passed by the County Council in the Spring of 2008.  Sonia explained the background of the plan as well as the topics that were discussed at the organizing meeting in Towson and the April ROG meeting where Jessica Bialek presented the timeline for the project. Calvin Reter continued the discussion describing his attendance at those meetings as well as an owners and merchants of Main Street meeting held recently at Franklin Middle School. The goal is to form a committee of residents, business owners and property owners on Main Street. He said he recently spoke with Senator Cardin encouraging him to use some of the federal stimulus money earmarked for this type of plan. He said he also asked him to share some of the $222 million federal dollars earmarked for new and remodeling of firehouses for the addition ready to start on our firehouse. A survey was given to everyone and they were encouraged to answer the questions and return it to Jessie so their voices can be heard.

5. zoning issues that should be examined: 
a) home on Gwynnwest looks like an abandoned wreck, 
b) recommend to residents that they not blow cut grass in the spring and
 summer in the street nor leaves in the fall, 
c) downed trees not cleared on Bond Avenue off Glyndon Drive, 
d) no street lights on Piper Road and problems with children hanging out 
in the county easement section behind the homes particularly with the 

recent robberies,
e) stop order on 104 Northway construction so it is just sitting idle, 
f) problem with dog owners not picking up after their dogs 
1)suggestion made to contact animal control which one resident found very helpful and another not

2)suggestion made to put up signs  
g) traffic calming on Walgrove and Gwynnwest which are speedways, 
h) any information on Reisterstown Shopping Center future and/or Royal Farm Store – Calvin said that he believes that 2 banks are ready to break ground on building at the top of the shopping center facing Reisterstown Road. A potential lease for the Royal Farm store was dropped when WAWA zoning was approved
6.  possible contribution to the over $1million dollar firehouse 2 story addition,
