    Police Report:  The camper parked on Sacred Heart Lane near Bond Ave. was given a ticket by the police for illegally parking on the street. Police were advised of the IV needles found during Clean Up Day.  George Vintz asked what the police can do to help resolve this issue.   Residents of the community should be contacting the police when needles are found during their travels in the community.  The police will arrange to have the IV's removed when found.  Residents should also report group gatherings and drug dealing they see to the police.  Mary will be sending Jack Livermore the e-mail address of the manager of Chartley Apartments to advise them of the needles found during Clean Up Day.  For Halloween Dave Powers expressed concern that so many homes had their lights off and then it was discussed that the homeowners turn off their outside lights if they were not participating for Halloween Trick and Treats.

    COP: Several townhouses have had break-ins.  Make sure to keep your doors locked and any storage buildings on your property.  Mark Himler, president of Country Club, has reported gang activity is on the increase.  The police will be contacted and more information will be provided at a later time.

    Zoning: Ron Eler at Franklin High School would like the ROTC to participate in other CHA projects. The CHA will provide a thank you to the group for their participation with this year’s Clean Up Day.   The boarding house issue is still ongoing. The Zoning Board will be contacted again about getting this issue resolved and neighors will be asked to assist with the complaint.  It was suggested that a complaint be filed with Code Enforcement concerning the stagnate pool located at a home behind Chartley Drive home.  

  ROG:  There were four break-ins at the Landmark Shopping Center, Reter's Crab House, Gold Mine, Perfect Nails and a broken car window.   John suggested the Landmark Shopping Center should be listed as a “Hot Zone” for police surveillance. There was a discussion about the Stash Box at the end of Main Street. Why are these types of business allowed in our community selling drug paraphernalia?  Office Krueger will be contacted for additional information. 

Old Business - Placing speed bumps along Chartley Drive will require agreement from sixty percent of the residents.  Mary will be checking and going back to the county in the spring about this.

New Business - The zoning sweep will take place in the community sometime from June thru September 2009.
