Tall, thin, bespectacled, and musically 

accomplished, Chartley resident David 

Jacobson recently sat down for a Q&A 

session. In this article, David tells us 

about his family, his musical 

background, and his love of the 

Chartley neighborhood. 

 

1) David, tell us a bit about yourself - 

       I am a full time guitarist/private 

music teacher. I am married 21 years and 

have a wonderful 13 year old daughter. 

 My wife and I met when I was asked to 

play in her first 

wedding 

ceremony here 

in Reisterstown. 

Ten years later 
we met again at 

a Halloween 

party. We 

married a couple 

years later and 

have been 

together ever 

since.  

 

2) At what age 

did you start 

playing guitar 

and 

what started 

you?  
      I started 

playing when 

my father 

showed me 

some chords on a ukulele he had from his 

time in the Merchant Marines. I have a 

picture of me from around 1959 that I 
show to all my students.   

 

3) Who are your influences (musical 

and otherwise) and what inspires you 

musically? 
     My mother played piano and my 

grandfather played mandolin. My father  

was a great fan of Frank Sinatra, Sammy 

Davis Jr., Dean Martin Ella Fitzgerald and 

all the singers from that era. When the 

British Invasion started in the 60's I was a 

big fan of the Beatles, the Rolling Stones 
and all that came after them. My aunt and  

uncle lived in New Bedford 

Massachusetts where my uncle and his 

father owned and operated a record store. 

When we vacationed there with them he 

would load me up on all the latest records. 
I actually recorded my first song there 

with my cousin at the age of 13. I was 

exposed to Jerry Garcia and The Grateful 

Dead around 1968. I followed them 

around on the east coast for a few years 

and emulated that style of improvisational 

rock and roll. My biggest musical 

influence was Dr. Asher Zlotnik. I studied 

privately with him for three years. I credit 

him for my knowledge of music theory 

and use his teaching method for which he 

is noted. 
 

4) Does the genre of music you play 

tend to have its own dedicated fan 

base? 
      Yes. The music of the Grateful Dead 

definitely had and still has a very 

dedicated fan base. At the height of my 

first real band "Freewater", we pulled 

from them enough fans to keep us 

working up to 28 nights a month.  
 

5) After checking out your band 

"Gypsy Dawg" on MySpace, it's 

obvious your guitar style is fluid and 

melodic - how often/how long do/did 

you practice to reach your current skill 

level?   

     I practice every day. I jokingly tell my 

students that teaching is the most selfish 

thing I do because I get to practice for 

hours every day and stay current on the 

music scene by learning new songs.  
   

6) Tell us about your current musical 

projects- 
     I currently have 4 working projects. 

 Gypsy Dawg is a seven piece original 

music band that plays out a couple times a 

month. We play mostly private parties and 

concert and club dates that accommodate 

original music.  Rendered Senseless is a 

three piece classic rock band that plays a 

couple times a month in bars and 

restaurants. Great Fools is a Grateful dead 
cover band that keeps my Garcia chops 

up. Rewind is a four 

piece oldies and rock 

and roll band covering 

hits of the 50's and 

60's. We play mostly 

private parties, 

American Legions, 

Moose Lodges and the 

like. 

 

7) You have been

    The music scene in Baltimore has 

completely changed over the years. Back 

in the day there was music everywhere. 

Fells Point was big. The college circuit 

was more open to local acts. 

Unfortunately the compensation has 

stayed relatively the same. If a band has a 

big following that will come out on a 
regular basis you can make decent money 

on the door and the sale of t-shirts and 

cd's.

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     I moved to Reisterstown around 1984. 

My wife, who is a graduate of Franklin 

High School, was living in Westminster 

when we met. I landed a job as Music 
Director for Harbor Cruises' dinner ship 

The Lady Baltimore. We moved to 

Reisterstown for an easier commute for 

me.  

  

9) You give music lessons - talk a bit 

about what instruments you teach and 

a little about your approach to 

teaching- 
     I teach primarily guitar because that 

was my major in college. I also teach bass 

guitar. I use the theory training method I 
learned while I was a student of Dr. 

Zlotnik.  Most students want to learn their 

favorite bands songs, which is a good way 

to keep them interested.  

 

10) What are some of the best things 

about living in the 

Chartley neighborhood? 
     My neighbors! I have never felt so 
warmly welcomed by a group of people 

like we were when we moved in. We 

regularly hang out together, eat together 

and celebrate the holidays all year long. 

Another great thing is the convenience. 

You can practically walk to anywhere you 

want to go. I love seeing people milling 

around on Main Street. It still has that 

small town feel. 

 

11) What are your goals, musically? 
      Work, work, work. It's my job and I 
love it. I'm very blessed being able to 

make a living at what I totally love to do.

Halloween and Holiday Safety 
Tips 
Halloween 
¶ Make sure your children are dressed 

in reflective, flame retardant clothing. 

¶ Provide your children with a 

flashlight. 

¶ Check childrenôs clothing for proper 

fit ï the main cause of injuries on 

Halloween is from children tripping 

on long costumes. 

¶ Accompany your children whenever 

possible. 

¶ Have children trick-or-treat in 

groups. 

¶ Have trick-or-treaters carry a cell 

phone if possible. 

¶ Instruct children to observe their 

surroundings and avoid houses that 

do not have outside lights on. 

¶ Inspects all treats and discard any that 

are not enclosed in sealed wrappers. 

Holiday Season 
 

General 

¶ Always be alert to your surroundings. 

¶ Always call 911 immediately if you 

see a suspicious person or vehicle in 

your neighborhood. 

¶ Use the ñpanicò button on your car 

keys to frighten criminals away if you 

see or hear something suspicious 

around your home/car. 

¶ Keep inside lights, television, or 
radio turned on if away from home 

for even a few hours.  The use of 

programmable timers is also 

recommended particularly if you are 

going to be away for an extended 

period of time. 

¶ Keep outside lights on after dark, 

preferably motion detector lighting 

which saves electricity.

¶ Stop your mail and newspapers when 
away from home for an extended 

period of time.

When Shopping 
¶ Always be alert to your surroundings. 

¶ Park your car only in well-lit areas. 

¶ Avoid parking beside a vehicle larger 

or longer than your own. 

¶ Shop in pairs or groups, particularly 

after dark. 

¶ Carry a cell phone and report 
suspicious activity by dialing 911 

immediately. 

¶ Avoid carrying large amounts of cash 

ï use debit card or credit card instead. 

¶ Store purchased items in trunk of car 

or out of sight. 

¶ Do not give your social security 

number to anyone ï a legitimate 

business or organization should not 

need your social security number. 

¶ Check all credit charges against your 
monthly credit card statement.   

Immediately call your credit card 

company if there are suspicious 

charges or if you cannot reconcile 

your account. 

¶ Most retailers black our all but the 

last four digits on account numbers 

on receipts.  Shred all receipts or 

carbon copies when finished with 

them. 

¶ For extra security, consider using a 

separate credit card for shopping 
online and use that card only for that 

purpose.  Check all such purchases 

carefully against the monthly card 

statement.   

¶ Women should never place their 

purse in a shopping cart.  Leaving a 

purse in a shopping cart is an easy 

target for a thief.  Ideally, a purse 

with a shoulder strap should be used 

and worn under a coat.  If you have a 

cell phone, carry it in a coat pocket 
instead of leaving it in your purse.

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National COP Night Out 
Chartleyôs Citizen On Patrol Program 

celebrated our 5th annual participation in 

the National Citizens On Patrol Night Out 

on Tuesday, August 5th, at Reisterstown 

Elementary School.  But it was also a first 

for us as we combined our usual public 
safety awareness theme with an 

environmental protection theme.  And, in 

another first, we were able to partner in 

presenting the event with our neighbors in 

the Country Club Estates Community 

Association (CCECA).    COP volunteers 

from both organizations were on hand to 

make this yearôs event successful and to 

allow residents from both communities to 

get to know each other and to contribute 

to the welfare and safety of the entire 

area. 
Lois Burton, CCECAôs COP Director 

helped acquire the refreshments and the 

20 door prizes that were given out at the 

event, while Mark Hemler, CCECAôs 

President, was our DJ playing many 

oldies but goodies and calling out the 

winning door prize numbers.   

Captain Wilson headed the contingent of 

police officers from our own Precinct 3 

answering residentsô questions about 

crime within the area and giving tips to 
residents on how they can prevent crime.  

Their very presence at the event reminded 

us that these officers are always there for 

us 24/7/365.  

The Reisterstown Volunteer Fire 

Department and Engine 56 of the 

Baltimore County Fire Department gave 

tours of their fire fighting equipment and 

demonstrated foam fire retardant to the 

delight of the children. 

But the majority of the booths were 
county agencies and merchants offering 

information of environmentally friendly 

products and services, as well as things 

each citizen can do to help protect the 

environment. 

The Department of Solid Waste 

Management provided valuable tips on 

recycling and how recycling helps to 

reduce the environmental impact of waste 

entering our streams and other water 

resources.  ñTurning trash into cashò, 

thereby reducing the costs associated with 
waste disposal and itôs attendant negative 

impact on the environment, was 

emphasized by providing recycling 

handouts and giving away coasters, 

license plate frames, pencils, and other 

items made from recycled materials.. 

The Department of Environmental 

Protection and Resource Management 
echoed the necessity to protect our 

environment by providing information on 

how to preserve the recently improved 

stream bed between Chartley Drive and 

Highmeadow Road.  And they thrilled the 

children by providing non-toxic, 

temporary, tattoos of wildlife such as fish, 

crabs, spiders, ladybugs, etc. 

BGE provided information on their Peak 

Rewards program that pays customers to 

cycle their air conditioners on and off 

during hours of peak electric 
consumption, and which offers customers 

first year bonuses and a free 

programmable thermostat.  BGE also 

demonstrated the savings that can be 

obtained by using cfl lightbulbs instead of 

incandescent light bulbs.  To drive the 

point home, BGE provided free cflôs to 

attendees. 

The Texas based Green Switch Company 

demonstrated how electric appliances 

such as TVôs, DVDôs, VCRôs, computers, 
etc. continue to use up to 35% of the 

average homeowners monthly electricity 

consumption even when they are turned 

off.   This not only increases our monthly 

electric bill, but also increases the ñcarbon 

footprintò each of us contributes to the 

environment.  Green Switch provides a 

remote network that turns these devices 

off completely when not in use thereby 

greatly reducing both.  They are currently 

negotiating the introduction of their 

product into many retail and government 
buildings. 

Giant Food has always supported our 

COP Night Out event by providing the ice 

and discounts on many of the 

refreshments.  This year we were very 

pleased when Giant decided to actively 

participate at the event by showcasing a 

number of the environmentally friendly 

products they offer.  And their reusable 

shopping bags that they gave to the 

attendees were a big hit.  Our sincere 
thanks to Ms. Kim Carr, Store Manager of 

our local Giant Food, and her staff for all 

the support they have given us over the 

years. 

We also prepared and presented a ñGreen 

Tipsò handout designed to help save 

money as well as to protect the 

environment.   In case you missed the 

handout, it is available on the ñGoing 

Greenò portion of our website.  There are 

a number useful and informative links on 
the website that can help provide you with 

a better understanding of the many facets 

of helping to protect the environment.
