Crime in Chartley

The two blizzards last month really
slowed things down in MgF
l andéincluding
throughout the state was significantly
lower than in pevious months. The
chart below is abrief synopsis of
crime both within our own Precinct
3, as well as within Chartley, for the
past 3 months and for the first half of
March:

As we reported in the last issue of
the Chatter, crime within the county,
including Chartley, has followed a
similar patern throughout each of
the 7 years we have been tracking it.
That pattern has shown that the Hol
day Season has hisically been the
period of maximum crime both vt
in the county and within Chartley.
That pattern held true again this past
Holiday Sason. For example, as can
be seen in the chatielow, during
December there were 17 crimes
committed in Chartley consisting of
2 home burglaries, 5 nestomestic
assaults, 3 thefts, 2 thefts frone-v

or other portable et#ronic items.

Bicycle theft was a major ooern
within Chartley thraughout all of last
sbri'nd:n gummer, ;§1§ fal" Kow that
spring has arrived again, the children
will be out riding their bicycles and
will be very prone to leave thermu
secured.

We continue to urge yaio be alert
to what is happening around you
wherever you may be.
