The meeting was called to order at 7:35 p.m. by ROG’s president, George Harman.

 

The minutes of the September 6, 2007 meeting were amended to read that a motion was made by Sue Kessler and seconded by Alma Wine to support the Glyndon Volunteer Fire Department in its efforts to raze the building next to it in order to expand. A letter of support was requested to be sent to the Landmark Preservation Commission.

 

Treasurer’s Report: Larry Dobres advised ROG members that the bank balance stands at $2,027.54

 

Elected Officials:
Jon Cardin briefly addressed the members, advising us that a special session of the MD Legislature is very probable—to address the issue of a budget shortfall, debate slots legislation and how to increase tax revenue.

 

Committee Reports:
Police Report: Captain Wilson introduced himself as the new commander of Precinct 3. His contact number is 410-887-6964 and his cell number is 443-801-3159.

 

Zoning Enforcement: Fred Goethe and Thom Shutt reported on cars that were illegally parked and /or without proper plates.

 

Zoning/Property Issues: George Harman reported on the following notices received:

Hearing on 10/9/07 on property at 11100 Red Run Blvd where Riparius wishes to build townhouses instead of the planned condominiums. Also on 10/9, a lot line refinement request at 6131 Deer Park Road; 350 Bonnie Meadow to build on a “non-buildable” property; 229 Cherry Hill Ct. to relocate sewer and water lines.

 

Education: Jonathan Schwartz announced a Balto. County PTA Workshop at New Town High School on 10/25/07 at 6 pm. Go to www.BCPTACouncil.org for more info.

October 9 at 7 pm is a regularly scheduled Balto. County Schools Operating Budget Hearing at Deer Park Middle.

 

Transportation: Dave Simonetti presented a written report on the CIM public meeting held on 8/21/07 concerning the State Highway Administration’s plans for the intersection of Reisterstown Road and St. Thomas Lane. Two proposed solutions to the congestion near Painter’s Mill Lane and St. Thomas Lane:

Alternative #1 involves a traffic light at St. Thomas Lane—which the Valleys Planning Councils opposes.

Alternative #2 eliminates the traffic light and uses U-turns at St. Thomas Lane and at the traffic lights at Garrison View and Painter’s Mill to gain access to the businesses along Reisterstown Road.

The motion was made and seconded that ROG opposes Alternative #2 and the organization will notify SHA within 48 hours of this position.

 

New Business:
Reisterstown Volunteer Fire Dept is taking delivery in November of a new engine.

 

Sex offenders were reported as moving into 13110 Hanover Road and 7 Old Coach Ln #C.

 

Several members expressed concern over Verizon’s installation of FIOS boxes in homeowners’ yards. Ethel Barrish reported that Worthington Park has been told the company will return after installation to restore the yards to their original condition.

 

Old Business:
George Harman suggested an addition to the statement of support for the Glyndon Volunteer Fire Department. The motion:

To amend the motion of support for the Glyndon VFD in its plan to expand its 

station on adjacent property to include the phrase “unless a viable alternative is found.”

The motion passed with 2 dissenting votes.

 

WAWA. George is polling community members re: the proposed WAWA and finding strong support as well as strong opposition. No hearing has been scheduled as yet.
