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Minutes of the February 4, 2008 meeting of ROG at the All Saints Church.

The meeting was called to order at 7:35 p.m. by ROG’s president, George Harman.

The minutes of the January 7, 2008 meeting were approved as submitted.





Treasurer’s Report: Our bank account at Susquehanna Bank. The balance stands at $2,376.92

Elected Officials: Dana Stein’s representative, Norma Bosley, informed us that Dana will be drafting a bill that would stipulate that the excess land at Rosewood be used as open space/park land and not sold off for commercial land use.

Adele Kass reported on a meeting to discuss the Main Street Economic Development Plan attended by Kevin Kamenetz, Bryan McIntyre and Ken Oliver. Further work will begin in the fall after the rezoning process is completed.






Reminder: 

District 11 Night: Monday, Feb 18th in Annapolis. A carpool will be leaving All Saints Church at 5 pm.

Old Business: Mike Curley gave a brief overview of the plans for Delight Quarry (Nicodemus and Franklin Blvd.) that will get underway in 2009.  The plans presently call for 75 single family homes, 66 townhomes and 108 “active adult” units as well as retail and office space with a parking garage. The CIM will be in late February or March.
WAWA — George reported that a decision is due in about 30 days.  There will then be 30 days in which the decision can be appealed.

Zoning issues: David Green, representing District 4 for the Office of Planning, Baltimore County, attended the meeting to hear the comments from the ROG members pertaining to zoning issues. Public hearings will start in March—District 4 issues will be heard on March 13th at 7 pm with registration at 6 pm. at Randallstown High School. Public comments will be limited to 2 minutes per person. 

Presenting petitioners–Tom Pilon, St. John Properties, addressed Issue 3-018 requesting that 9 acres on Westminster Pike be rezoned to BM to allow for a Planned Unit Development (PUD) named “Reisterstown Crossing” encompassing a 2-story office building and a 1-story office or retail building. The plans call for the developer to start the streetscape along the highway that was agreed upon with the County Council.

Issue 2-042 was explained by petitioner John Gontrum for 639 Main Street, currently an assisted living home. The zoning is currently RO but  the petitioner seeks CB zoning to allow for an additional building to be built behind the current structure, allowing the business to accommodate 15 beds vs. the current 7 beds.

Issue 2-013 re: Susquehanna Bank property. Barry Luciani, Sr. VP of the bank explained that the petition is sought to change the zoning of the lots to the north of the branch that are RO to BL.

One of those lots has a vacant house on it, the others are unimproved.

Issue 4-022 Mitchell Golf Course. 46 acres that owner wishes to change from RC4 to BM. Larry Schmidt spoke briefly for the owner who is out of town currently.

Issue 4-001 concerns 13 acres of the Oheb Shalom Memorial Park (total of 50 acres). Mr. Harris explained that changing the zoning to DR2 will allow the congregation to plan for the future sale/development of the land.

Issues 2-11, 2-26, 2-27 Rob Hoffman explained that all three issues are to address the same problem: the parking lots attached to all three strip centers are zoned differently than the centers themselves. 

Issue ? Mr, Whiteman, represented by Mr. Arnold Jablon, wishes to change .41 acres of his property (totally 5.1 acres) from OR1 to CB at 11024-26 Reisterstown Road near Gentlebrook in order to build a family restaurant.  The old houses on the property will be torn down.

Issue 2-018 Associated Jewish Charities has petitioned to change 55 acres at their Rosewood property to OR2 to allow for 10 homes per acre.  The original plan for the property involved a retirement home but it was found to be unfeasible.

Transportation: In Glyndon–discussions are under way about replacing the stop signs on Central Ave. with speed bumps. A traffic light at Central Ave and Butler has also been considered.

In Owings Mills–the widening of Reisterstown Road at St. Thomas Lane. No traffic light will be installed.  Instead, the addition of a median and a U-turn at the light at Painter’s Mill have been chosen as a way to stop drivers wishing to go south from turning left onto Reisterstown Rd. from St. Thomas Lane.

New Business: A motion was made by Jon Schwarz: “I move that the Reisterstown-Owings Mills-Glyndon Coordinating Council declare its support for the remaining 130-acre parcel of Rosewood land to be made into a state park or otherwise maintained as public open space. Further, ROGCC authorizes its leaders to take all actions deemed appropriate to support this position.” The motion was seconded and approved.

A motion was made, seconded and approved to adopt the revisions to the Constitution and By Laws of ROG.
