Treasurer’s Report: Larry Dobres sent a report giving the organization’s balance as $1,922.54

Guest Speaker: Scott Rudow of the Glyndon Volunteer Fire Department spoke to the group, explaining that the Fire Department is seeking ROG’s support at a Landmark Commission hearing on October 11, 2007.  The GVFD seeks a building permit to raze the house it owns at 4810 Butler Road before it can construct a new facility. A community meeting will be held on September 25th at 7:00 pm in the GVFD hall. 

All interested parties are urged to attend. 

The next ROG meeting will take up the matter of supporting the Glyndon Volunteer Fire Department by drafting a letter or personal appearance.
Committee Reports:
Police Report: Officer Michael Klein updated the members on the change of personnel at the precinct—Captain Wilson as commander of the Franklin precinct has replaced Captain Roach. Officer Klein gave a brief overview of reported crimes in the area and reminded everyone to call the police if suspicious activity is seen in their neighborhood.

Sharon Paul from the Baltimore County Executive’s Office reported back on several previously discussed concerns:

(17 Stocksdale –Inspectors were sent to the site. A County hearing has been scheduled.

(Red dumpster along highway in Glyndon – A citation was dismissed as property owner stated construction is ongoing; he has 60 days from 8/28/07 to complete the use of the dumpster.

(The newly appointed Deputy Code Enforcement Inspector is Mike Mohler.

Adele Kass advised that no filings for zone changes have been received for District #2 as yet.

Norma Bosley, representing Dana Stein, announced that Dana is currently working with Owings Mills High on beautification projects and with Northwest Advisory on education concerns.

Transportation: Dave Simonetti attended the community meeting at Owings Mills High on 8/21 re: widening of Reisterstown Road. Two proposed solutions to the congestion near Painter’s Mill Lane and St. Thomas Lane:

1) A traffic light at St. Thomas Lane

2) U-turns designated at the traffic lights at Garrison View and at Painter’s Mill.

The funding for this project is still not firm.

Reister’s Towne Festival: Norma reported on the successful event. Especially the children’s area that included the pony rides for which she thanked Adele Kass for obtaining a special limited permit allowing the ride.

Zoning/Property Issues:

(CIM hearing on the Berger property at Delight and Church Lane;

(Friendly’s on Reisterstown Road has closed and the property sold; 

(Concept Plan Meeting on 9/17 for proposed 71 townhomes on Gwynnbrook Avenue;

(Concept Plan Conference on 9/17 for East Nob Hill;

(9/24 hearing on Har Sinai plans to deed part of its cemetery to another synagogue;

(10/9/07 hearing on proposed synagogue on Timbergrove at Academy.

Marcie Goodman of Councilman MacIntyre’s office sent word concerning WAWA that no county councilmen have any influence in this matter—it is up to the developer and the community associations to come to an agreement—possibly through requested covenants.
