Minutes of the February 7, 2011 meeting of ROG at the All Saints Episcopal Church.

The meeting was called to order at 7:35 pm by ROG’s president, Mary Molinaro.

The minutes of the January 3, 2011 meeting were approved as written.

Treasurer’s Report:  Larry reported that our checking account stands at $2,342.56.

Guest Speaker:  Rob Gould of BGE brought a slide presentation to explain the basics of the distribution system for electricity throughout the region—leading into an explanation of why an infrastructure expansion is needed at two locations in our area.  The 92 acres involved in the northwest substation on Cockeysmill Road are owned by BGE (property was bought back in 1952).  Only 6 acres will be used for the current expansion that started in June of 2010 and completion in Fall 2012.  The second station will be in the Emory Grove area off Kemp Road, which is currently in the design phase.

President’s Comments:  There will be a CIM on 3/8/11 @ Reisterstown Library concerning the “Iron Horse” property (Dean Ave/Stocksdale area behind Jiffy Lube) for a proposed plan for 12 single family homes.

Mary shared a notice that Rose Bognanni received from Baltimore County notifying her that Norris Run (a stream running along Cockeysmill Road) has been determined to be “impaired”. This means that local runoff/discharge has resulted in poor water quality.  Rose will correspond with the County to receive further information.

Committees:

Police:  Domino’s Pizza at Cherry Valley was the site of an armed robbery on Sunday, Feb 6th.

Legislative update:  Senator Zirkin has introduced a bill to change how the school board is selected.

County Council news:  Tony Baysmore touted the information available on the County’s website that residents can use as a resource in addition to signing up for the County’s electronic newsletter.  For an index to what’s available, see www.baltimorecountymd.gov/Subscribe
Zoning:  Noel Levy contacted Mike Mohler about the van w/flat tires and expired plates owned by the owner of One-Stop Convenience.  Inspector David Kirby will issue a violation directive to remove the van by 2/11/11.
