Dana reported that a 2009 report lists Maryland as #1 in a ranking of public K-12 education.  In a ranking of public colleges for affordability and value, Maryland had four schools: #9 UMd, CP; #32 St. Mary’s College; #68 Salisbury; #90 Towson University.
