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Minutes of the June 6, 2011 meeting of ROG at the All Saints Episcopal Church.

The meeting was called to order at 7:30 pm by ROG’s president, Mary Molinaro.

The minutes of the May 2011 meeting were approved as corrected with the change of the spelling of Lionel Van Dommelen.

Treasurer’s Report:  Our checking account has a balance of $2056.56

President’s Comments:  Mary explained that the May meeting would have a different format due to the community issue surrounding the water tower planned for the corner of Timbergrove Road and Bond Avenue.

Legislature “wrap up”: Delegate Dan Morhaim gave a summary of bills that he introduced in the last session as he concentrated on maintaining spending on priority issues such as health, education and public safety.

The ROG members voted to elect the slate of officers as presented.
Report from Baltimore County government:
Vicki Almond spoke briefly about the upcoming redistricting in Baltimore County. An appointed commission gathered data and input from residents and a report is due in a few weeks.
Guest Speaker:

Ayanna Cooke-Chen addressed the meeting with a prepared speech outlining the community’s opposition to the Department of Public Works planned construction of a 2,000,000 gallon water tower rising 150 feet tall on property now owned by the county as of 2010. There is a need for additional water storage to accommodate the population growth in the area, and it was reported that DPW selected this site from a list of 18 or so possible sites.
The meeting was then opened up for discussion among the guests—including many official representatives of local HOAs—ROG members, and several elected officials from the county and state.

A motion was made by Calvin Reter and seconded that ROG support the community members in their opposition to the water tower. A friendly amendment to the motion by George Harman specified that ROG’s support be expressed in a letter to the Baltimore County Executive and the entire County Council. The motion passed.

A second motion, entered by George Harman and 2nd by Calvin Reter, was made to have ROG send a letter to the County Executive and the County Council asking them to consider legislation to define the process, specifically a public process, to prevent this situation from happening in the future. The motion passed.

· Gary Lenz advised the attendees that Glyndon’s 50th July 4th parade is being commemorated with a special tee shirt.

· Cherry Hill Road (extended) bridge is set to open on July 17th!

· Reisterstown Improvement Association (RIA) has arranged for trashcans, banners and benches along Main Street. Shuster Concrete is donating the blocks for the benches.
