


Minutes of the July 6, 2009 meeting of ROG at the All Saints Episcopal Church.

The meeting was called to order at 7:35 p.m. by ROG’s new president, Mary Molinaro.

Legislative Updates: 
Vickie Almond reminded us that she is in the Annapolis office of Senator Zirkin everyday and can be reached by phone or email.

Norma Bosley told us that Delegate Dana Stein held a fundraiser last month that was very well attended.
Adele Kass gave us the date of July 7th for the meeting at the Towson Library concerning the PUD issue.

Committee Reports:

Police – Sue Kessler reported that crime statistics continue to decrease. Last week, Baltimore County Police hosted the National Association for School Resource Officers. The attendees were treated to 2,000 free tickets to an Orioles game (courtesy of Peter Angelos) and discounted food by some vendors.
Library – Kate was kind enough to fill in for Melissa Gotsch and advise us that for the month of June, the Reisterstown Library attracted 919 attendees while running 24 programs. For FY2009, the Baltimore County library system had a circulation of 10.1 million!!!
Community News:

Norma Bosley reported that on July 16 the Tollgate community will dedicate a new sign for Tollgate obtained through a program of the Balto. Co. Office of Community Conservation (Tony Baysmore).

August 4th is COP night marking National Night Out. Country Club Estates will hold their event at Timbergrove and Chartley will hold theirs at Reisterstown Elementary on Walgrove.

Old Business: 
Flag pole for the meeting hall at All Saints to hold our American flag (3’ x 5’): Larry Dobres made a motion to approve the purchase of the elements for a 7 ft. flag pole up to $100.

Gampel matter (#09-237-SPH) concerns commercial parking of 2 trucks on a residential lot. Zoning Commissioner was willing to approve the “request for special consideration” under a grandfather clause. The People’s Counsel questioned the grandfathering, but the community did not oppose the request. The People’s Counsel has asked the Commissioner to modify the ruling and accept a restriction that any new/subsequent owner of the residential property not be automatically granted the approval
“Stake signs” — Noel Levy completed an entire sheet listing the signs that he sighted around Owings Mills, especially the intersection of O. Mills Blvd and Red Run Blvd.  He reported the places of business to Mike Mohler of Code Enforcement. A point of discussion was whether the general public and small businesses know that the stake signs are illegal on county property and whether a local newspaper publishing an article might help spread the word.

Speaker:

Senator Bobby Zirkin gave us an overview of the current Rosewood property, then presented the process that will begin shortly for the disposition of the property.

The official stakeholder committee meetings, organized by Kevin Kamenetz, have been completed and the unanimous recommendation is in favor of Stevenson University obtaining the majority of the surplus property.

The first step in the clearing house process is for the State to declare the Rosewood property “surplus.” Once all state agencies “sign off” on the property (i.e., they are not interested in acquiring the property), it is then offered to Baltimore County and its agencies. Again, they must sign off on the property.

The site then is opened up for bid, either to developers or a “sole source” bidder.

Stevenson University is working on plans to present – razing all but 4 or 5 of the buildings to create open sports fields as well as a School of Education. The university plans on closing off the back entrance on Garrison Forest Road, thereby directing the flow of traffic onto Rosewood Lane.  If the older, historic area of the campus becomes available/usable through clean-up, Stevenson proposes a park-like setting for students and the community at large.

The final decision is made by the Dept. of Public Works.

The next meeting will be on Monday, August 3, 2009 at 7:30 pm.
