Minutes of the September 11, 2011 meeting of ROG at All Saints’ Episcopal Church.

The meeting was called to order at 7:30 pm by ROG’s president,George Harman.

The minutes of the August 2011 meeting were approved as published.

Treasurer’s Report:  Larry Dobres reported that our checking account balance is $2356.56. 

Dues for membership from July 1, 2011 to June 30, 2012 are now due: $30.00 for organizations and $15 

for members-at-large. SEE ATTACHED.

Guest Speakers:

1. Rob Gould of BGE made a 2nd visit to ROG update the members on the proposed new substation at “Camp Holiday,” previously referred to as the Emory Grove substation. The independent body PJM is the dispatching authority that has identified the need for an additional substation near the existing northwest substation. This is required to handle projected demand—not to encourage new development in the area—and must be in place by 2015. The alternative site suggested by the Valleys is still be examined to see if all the elements are present in the 5 land parcels at that site.

2. Ken Ulman, Howard County Executive and currently President of the Maryland Association of County Executives, shared some of the programs involving active community support that have been introduced in Howard County. For example, a Green HOA program dealing with better storm water management ponds and a pilot plan for curbside food scraps pick up. 

Under President Obama’s stimulus plan, money had been set aside for technology development. Howard County along with nine other counties formed a consortium that has been granted $115 million to furnish high-speed internet to the public sectors in those jurisdictions. This will link schools, fire departments, police precincts, libraries and community colleges—potentially saving $28 million for the consortium.

President’s Comments: George reported that two bills (#48-11 and #49-11) were passed by the County Council by a vote of 7 to 0. First, no size limits were specified for buildings allowed to be used as “roadside stands.” On the accessory apartment bill, again no upper size limit.  ROG has often voiced dismay at the quick turnaround in bills presented and voted upon when dealing with substantive issues affecting the entire county. Changing that time schedule (bills have a 40-day life) in the Council would require a change to the county charter.

Committee Reports: 

Noel Levy of Zoning Enforcement announced that there will be a hearing on Nov 2 about a petition to subdivide into apartments the house known as Rainbow Hall on Greenspring Ave.

Sgt. Ledley reported several crimes in the area: armed robbery at the Exxon at 11904 Reisterstown Rd; a break-in at the Big Cheese; a fire at 17 Straw Hat; attempted robbery at 16 Tahoe Circle.

New Business: George reminded the members present that October is the beginning of the 2012 CZMP cycle. A committee of volunteers to help George is needed to review each submission that is of interest to ROG communities.

Community News: The grand opening of the new WAWA is expected in the end of Sept/early Oct.
