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Minutes of the October 4, 2010 meeting of ROG at the All Saints Episcopal Church.

The meeting was called to order at 7:40 pm by ROG’s president, Mary Molinaro.

The minutes of the July 12, 2010 meeting were approved as written and distributed electronically.

Treasurer’s Report:  Our checking account stands at  $2,022.62. A membership & dues form for the year 

2010-2011 is attached.
President’s Comments:  Mary thanked both Rose Bagnanni and the Kiwanis Club for providing snacks and refreshments at the ROG-sponsored Candidates Forum on August 23rd.

The Reisterstown Revitalization Steering Committee has approved the formation of an incorporated entity known as Reisterstown Improvement Association Inc (RIA).  Registration for 501(c)(3) status has been initiated.  This formal status allows RIA to submit a grant request for sprucing up the previous streetscape project.  In addition, RIA has sent a letter to the Revenue Authority asking for the release of 2 properties along Main Street for use as parking lots.

Mary announced that the Bloomin’ Art Fest donated $2,500 to the RIA to support these early efforts for a formal plan for the overlay plan.

Committees:

Legislative update:  Dan Morhaim gave his praise for the Reisterstown Festival and Parade. A major series of workgroups is underway to guide how Maryland works through the Federal health requirements. The District 11 

Legislative Team is happy to report the 13 acres purchased next to Soldier’s Delight.

Jon Cardin’s representative, Jonathan Schwartz, reported that Delegate Cardin was the lead for the bike safety bill requiring motorists to maintain a three-foot zone around bicyclists on the road.

Councilmanic update:  Adele Kass advised ROG that the wind turbine bill was pulled from the County Council’s schedule but at the Oct 4th Council meeting, a vote was set for the guidelines on permission to install an anemometer—to measure the wind speed in a certain area as a precursor to installing a wind turbine.

Police & Fire:  Sue Kessler was happy to report the continued decline in crime rates for our area.

Library:  Melissa Gotsch said there was a marked increase in the participation in the summer reading programs—even having to turn some people away!  She commented that the new principal at Franklin Middle has been a frequent visitor at the library.

Transportation:  Gary Lenz is the new chair for this committee.

Education:  Jonathan gave us a heads-up that the annual school “snapshot” report is due in early November, giving the actual attendance figures for Baltimore County schools.
Old Business:

• Norma Bosley attended a public shareholder’s meeting on 9/28/10 regarding the Small Watershed Action Plan (SWAP) and found it very informative. 

• Western Baltimore County Pedestrian & Bicycle Access Plan: Bruce Galanter reported that the Planning Office has the Steering Committee’s plan to review for the month of December and will then pass it along to the County Council.

New Business:

• Several members of a new townhome community along Red Run Blvd by the Hilton Garden Inn attended the meeting to update us on the dispute they had with the developer.  The developer attempted to change the mix of units planned for Park Place at Red Run and add 144 rental units instead of continuing with townhouses.  The HOA was able to contact County Council members with their concerns and are pleased to report that the developer has worked out a compromise with the homeowners. The County Council is scheduled to discuss Bill #78-10 re: condominium regimes that would pertain to this situation.

• Mary read a letter she received from Jeff Eline about his family’s commitment to maintaining the town clock near Chatsworth Avenue. Most of us were unaware of the Eline’s dedication to keeping the clock running at their own expense.  The current assessment of the clockworks is that it is in dire need of  refurbishment. There was a suggestion to alert the Community Times and the PTAs about the clock and its history.

• Calvin made a suggestion that we should have another candidates’ forum. After a brief discussion, it was decided  there was insufficient time to organize a 2nd forum.  Rose suggested that we invite the elected officials to our December holiday gathering/meeting.

Community news:  On Thursday, October 21st at Hannah More, the Chamber of Commerce will host a fundraiser and silent auction, “Taste of the Town” to benefit the Crisis Center in Reisterstown.
