


Minutes of the October 12, 2009, meeting of ROG at the All Saints Episcopal Church.

Legislative Updates:  Jonathan Schwarz representing Del. Jon Cardin advises the delegate is looking at legislation to propose (that will not cost the taxpayers) regarding bike safety and environment issues.  Dan Morhaim sent out a warning to pass on to the communities concerning possible scams via the internet claiming that the 2010 census needs personal information. THERE WILL BE NO CENSUS TAKING OR INFORMATION REQUESTS VIA THE INTERNET.

Committee Reports:

Police – Capt. Rapp advised us that none of the initial 15 speed cameras around schools will be installed in this district.  Crime stats for the area are still down, but beware of street/garage thefts.
Library – The libraries were closed today for Columbus Day.

Zoning Hearings – Noel Levy attended two meetings concerning wind turbines. The Pikesville request was turned down—the Parkton request is still pending.  Since the turbines require a minimum wind speed of 14 miles a hour to generate sufficient electricity but here in Maryland the low wind speed might only replace one third of your electrical needs.

Education ​ Jon stated that Owings Mills High School’s hopes for a stadium have been dashed…the county has run out of funds.
