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Minutes of the November 7, 2011 meeting of ROG at All Saints’ Episcopal Church.

Guest Speakers:

Eric Jacobson, project manager for BGE for the proposed new substation, gave the attendees an overview of the search for an alternate site to the originally planned Kemp Road. The company has been given a revised timeline for the completion of the project by PJM with a 2-year extension, namely 2015 – 2017. With an aerial view of the Butler Rd/Westminster Pike/Hanover Pike area, Mr. Jacobson pointed out several sites that might be suitable and displayed photos depicting how the replacement of the towering “lattice” structures with single 150 ft tall poles would look like. The decision date for the selection is set for January 31, 2012.


Pastor Moore of the Harvest Church of God came to advise ROG of the church’s search for a building site. The purchase of a 9.52-acre site years ago along Rt. 30 has tied up their assets, only to find that the land can not be used as intended. The site happens to be one of possible choices being looked at by BGE. The church is now hoping to locate near the intersection of Delight Road and Church Road.

President’s Comments: The much discussed water tower project is on indefinite hold.

The Solo Cup land will be developed by Greenberg/Gibbons Corp with a “foundry” theme. The development will be anchored by an upscale food store. [Since the meeting, it has been announced that the Owings Mills Mall will be partially razed and then remodeled into an open-air style mall.]
Committee Reports: 

Police: Officer Krueger warned us that burglaries are way up! So are “thefts from autos.”

Library: Abby reported that the new library/community college building at the Metro Center is progressing…1/2 floor every 2 weeks.

Mary Molinaro made a motion that ROG send a letter asking Baltimore County to continue to support the communities by enforcing the no “stake” signs allowed on County property regulation. The motion was seconded and approved.
