Legislative update:  Norma Bosley proudly announced that Dana Stein will be signing his book, Fire in the Wind, at Constellation Books on Sat Nov 13.  Congratulations, Dana!

Police & Fire:  Sue Kessler reported a home invasion was reported in New Town.  The police say it was not a random attack.  Mary added that Chartley has been seeking ways to slow traffic in their community.  The police are assisting with a campaign of random speed checks for the next 45 days.

Library:  Melissa Gotsch observed that the library is looking into self-service products to help contain the budget.

Zoning Enforcement:  Noel Levy confirmed that St. James Episcopal in northern Baltimore County is installing an anemometer loaned to it by the state to measure wind strength for a year. Noel also shared his collection of stake signs and encouraged members to report companies that post these illegal signs.  Political signs must be removed within 30 days of the election.
Zoning:  George Harman clarified the directive that all community organizations be represented by a lawyer when in front of a zoning commissioner.  It is now specifically applied when organizations are appearing at a PUD or Hearing Officer hearings – in order to preserve any opportunity to appeal.
