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Minutes of the November 2, 2009, meeting of ROG at the All Saints Episcopal Church.

The meeting was called to order at 7:37 p.m. by ROG’s president, Mary Molinaro.

The minutes of the October 12, 2009 meeting were approved as submitted.

Treasurer’s Report:  Larry Dobres stated that our checking account stands at $2193.92.

Legislative/Councilmanic Updates: Adele advised us of a Baltimore County law recently passed prohibiting the disposal of any small electrical appliances via the county waste/trash pick up.  The used appliances must be delivered to the local recycling facilities.

Committee Reports:

Library – Melissa discussed briefly the difficulties of managing the number of middle schoolers coming to the library after school until they are picked up by parents.
Zoning Enforcement –  Noel Levy reminded those present that the issue of wind turbines in the county is an ongoing concern with special interest groups questioning the effects of shadow flicker, ice throws, elctric magnetic fields and noise.

Zoning Hearings – 11/13/09 106 Lamport Road. Variance requested to permit an RV to be stored in front instead of in rear of home.

     12/2/09 Zoning Commissioner to hear request by WAWA to extend the period for utilization of the special exception granted to 5 years from the date of final order.
Community News: Calvin Reter announced that, thankfully, the Bloomin’ Artfest will be back at Franklin Middle School on May 15 – 16, 2010!

Speed cameras have been installed in construction zones: 695 at the Charles St interchange and I95 between White Marsh and I895.

The Senior Center at Hannah More – Calvin advised that the Senior Center has all the exercise equipment formerly at the “Workout Express.”

George spoke of the emergency networking efforts by the county that will involve additional antennae being installed on existing poles/towers along Red Run Blvd, at Camp Frettered and in Arcadia to create a 700 mega herz

network amongst the counties.

Mary displayed the plans for Reisterstown Shopping Center as currently proposed.  A restaurant is planned for the former site of the Exxon station and the car wash with demolition of the current western “arm” of the center.

New Business: 
George Harman made a motion that the officers and chairmen of committees as directed by the president be empowered to engage the owner and/or attorney in an attempt to transfer the covenant agreements into the zoning commissioner’s hearing.  Also to request the removal of any derelict buildings on the property.  The motion was seconded by Calvin Reter. 

Calvin showed pictures of the property at 106 Lamport Rd at Tidyman Road (Somerset Community) where the owner is requesting a variance.  Calvin made the motion to have ROG oppose the requested variance. Seconded by Rose Bognanni.  Friendly amendment—To support the efforts of Somerset Community. Motion seconded.

The motion as amended passed unanimously.
