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Minutes of the December 5, 2011 meeting of ROG at All Saints’ Episcopal Church.

The meeting was called to order at 7:30 pm by ROG’s president,George Harman.  The minutes of the November 7, 2011 meeting were approved as published.

Treasurer’s Report:  Larry Dobres reported that our checking account balance is $2,561.97 

Membership dues for July 1, 2011 to June 30, 2012 are past due.

Guest Speakers:

David Karceski, Esq., land use lawyer for the owners of 328 Main Street–Skipper Investments, LLC–gave a brief overview of the planned renovation of the current service station/used car sales.  In addition, the project designer Robert Hanna explained the design elements and site plan as presented to the County Planning Board.  A two-story building is planned that will accommodate offices in addition to the continued used car sales and servicing.  In the future, the sales/servicing function will be for high-line cars.  The service bay(s) will be moved to the rear of the building and the trailer will be removed.In response to George’s question about planned on-site lighting, we were promised that the lighting would be for security only and no tall pole lights.  The facility will be for mechanical servicing, not body work.

Audience comments: Bill Keeney, Reisterstown resident and licensed architect, expressed his concern about whether the public has had a chance to review the plans.  Barbara Reynolds requested that the planned landscaping be abundant and that the storm management pond not cause overflow onto neighbor’s property.

Committee Reports: 

Police: Officer Krueger reminded us to report damage to vacant homes in order to preserve our community.

Several robberies of note in the area: BB&T at Cherry Valley; elderly woman in the mall parking lot; Shell station 10301 R’town Rd; Sunoco station 11701 R’town Rd; 225 Main St; 7-11 on Main St.

Another reminder: No talking on cell phones while walking to your car-----be alert!!

County Executive’s Office: Tony Baysmore announced that Baltimore County proudly continues to maintain a AAA Bond Rating by the three rating agencies while the County government tries to do more with less.

County Council Report: Vicki Almond gave us an update on several issues:

•BGE must decide whether to proceed with the Camp Holiday site or the alternate site on Hanover Pike in order to meet the deadline of Jan 31st, 2012. 

•Solo Cup property must go through the rezoning process to change the ML-Industrial zoning to business;

•District 2 has 35 issues to be addressed in the CZMP process;

•Stevenson University purchased the Shire Pharmaceutical property on Crondall Lane;

•Water Tower issue has been put on hold.

President’s Comments: 
George met with the developer Kimco in Timonium about the redevelopment of the Owings Mills Mall (“de-malling”) with JCPenney and Macys remaining. Both of those stores own their buildings so the structure running between them will be dismantled.

New Business:

Mary Molinaro announced the Reisterstown Improvement Association, Inc.(RIA) is holding a fundraiser to commemorate the War of 1812 by selling 2 versions of flags featuring 15 stars for $30 or a limited issue for $85.

Baltimore County has appointed a taskforce to review the procedures for obtaining a liquor license. Calvin Reter advises that it has been suggested that if a Class A license isn’t used, it might expire by 2016.  Economic Development would like to see the liquor licenses easier and less expensive to obtain.
