



Minutes of the December 1, 2008 meeting of ROG at the All Saints Church.

The meeting was called to order at 7:35 p.m. by ROG’s president, George Harman.

The motion to approve the minutes of the November 3, 2008 meeting was made and seconded.

Treasurer’s Report: Our bank account stands at $2,378.86
Councilmanic Report:

Adele Kass reported that Resolution #103-08 was due to pass that evening resolving that the Baltimore County Office of Planning and the Dept. of Economic Development shall create a Revitalization Plan for Reisterstown’s Main Street, enlisting the input from community associations.

A lengthy discussion then ensued after the announcement that the Council passed a law limiting electronic message signs from changing more frequently than every 15 seconds. No flashing or animation is to be allowed.

A letter from Robin w/Greater Kingsville asked for ROG’s support in requesting a delay in implementing the new law. At this time, ROG members wish to find out more specifics of the law and its provisions before supporting such a request. There is a question about when the law actually takes effect.

Reports from our elected officials:

Jon Cardin addressed the issue of the constitutional amendment that passed allowing early voting. Jon will be working on ways to expand absentee voting on demand. The State must still pass a law giving guidelines for early voting. Jon reminded us that the process of re-districting begins in about a year. The 11th district delegates will be looking at environmental legislation that won’t require any additional budget dollars.

Dana Stein gave a summary on what is available to help those facing foreclosure. The homeowner should contact their mortgage lender immediately – be proactive! There is an assistance hotline: www.mdhope.org or 877-462-7555.

Committee Reports:
• Police – Officer Krueger reported that catalytic converter thefts continue—even though the prices paid for the metals have gone down!  There have been 3 armed robberies recently.

Capt Wilson has been transferred out and Capt Rapp has returned to the Franklin District.

• Library – Barbara Salit-Mischel has been promoted to the Randallstown Library. Her replacement is Melissa Gotsch.
Old Business:
Plinlimmon PUD. A delay in the procedure has been ordered to allow for an examination of the available land for a possible elementary school. The normal requirement of 25 acres for a school would have to be waived. The new hearing is set for Jan 15 at 4 pm in Towson.
New Business: 
Jack Ritter of Glyndon Trace Condominium Association reported on a group effort to get relief from the recent tax assessment notices. Jack read a letter from one of the owners, H. LeRoy Whitely, Jr. expressing his frustration with the process of appealing an assessment. It was suggested that the letter be forwarded to Delegate Stein for some assistance.
