



Minutes of the December 7, 2009, meeting of ROG at the All Saints Episcopal Church.

The meeting was called to order at 7:37 p.m. by ROG’s president, Mary Molinaro.

Treasurer’s Report:  Larry Dobres relayed via email that our checking account stands at $2,293.92.

Legislative/Councilmanic Updates: Delegate Dan Morhaim reminded us that the next legislative session begins on January 13, 2010.   An update on the Rosewood property—a CIM will be held on 12/9/09 at Stevenson University, Greenspring campus, to present the current plan for former hospital land.  Dr. Morhaim let the group know that employment opportunities are available with Census 2010.  Info contact is 1-866-861-2010 or www.2010censusjobs.gov  October 1, 2009 was the start date for government agencies to join together in purchasing in order to cut costs.  Non-profits can also piggyback with the gov’t agencies and increase their buying power.
Vicki Almond for Bobby Zirkin spoke briefly of the scholarships available for high school grads to attend MD colleges + universities.  All four delegates and the senator have the necessary applications that are due April 15, 2010.

Norma Bosley for Dana Stein passed out pamphlets for Census 2010.

Jonathan Schwarz for Jon Cardin suggested going on to the individual websites for the scholarship info.

Committee Reports:

Library – Melissa was happy (?) to announce that the library has a new computer system.  This purchase was county wide.

Zoning Enforcement – Noel Levy advised that the Balto. County Planning Board presentation on wind turbines will take place in January 2010.  He also passed out several sheets of facts and figures about the proposals from Team SMART in addition to the proposed guidelines from Baltimore County on wind turbines.

Education – Randallstown High School has issues with their physical plant according to Jonathan.
Zoning Hearings – 11/13/09  106 Lamport Road. Variance requested to permit an RV to be stored in front instead of in rear of home. Decision pending.
11/24/09  D.J. Jones attended the CIM for the Ballard property (formerly the Plinlimmon PUD).  521 units are now planned–all are condos, townhomes and carriage homes.  Developer Steve Smith still plans on giving the 14 acres for a school site and plans show a community center.  George Harman suggested that as the process continues, ROG should require that the developer commit to the building of the community center in writing.  We should also be vigilant for the County Council’s agenda showing a PUD consideration for this project.

12/2/09  George and Mary attended the hearing.  WAWA has agreed to our requests to include elements of the covenants in the approval of the extension of the project start. Also the demolition of the derelict buildings will begin once the 50-year lease is signed, which is due to take place in June 2010.
Community News:. Rose announced that the “J. Feather” camper is back on the right-of-way on Franklin Valley Circle.
New Business: 
Camden Autobody has submitted revised plans to the County for a second building that will now face Reisterstown Road. Jesse Bialik of the County is in contact with Mary Molinaro.

New motion—George Harman proposed that the ROG officers and board be empowered to speak to the issue of Camden Autobody’s new plans in relation to the historic character of Reisterstown. 2nd by Sue Kessler.
The motion carried.
