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Minutes of the April 5, 2010 meeting of ROG at the All Saints Episcopal Church.

The meeting was called to order at 7:40 p.m. by ROG’s president, Mary Molinaro.

The minutes of the March 1, 2010 meeting were approved as submitted.

Treasurer’s Report: Our checking account balance is currently at $2,283.92

President’s Comments: In conjunction with the Baltimore County Office of Planning’s upcoming Pre-Charrette Workshop on June 4 & 5, 2010, several ROG members have volunteered to be on the Steering Committee.  If this workshop is successful and the community wishes to continue, the Charrette for Reisterstown Main Street will take place some time in the Fall of 2010.  All ROG members are urged to poll their community’s residents to find out “What would encourage residents to shop Main St.?”  Concrete ideas/changes are needed for the June workshop.
Legislative/Councilmanic Updates: 
11th District: Jonathan Schwarz and Norma Bosley gave us an overview of some of the bills being worked on by our delegates: Veterans organizations that don’t have food facilities to be given tax exempt status; a bill to ban BPA; stricter sex offender tracking legislation; guidelines for disposal of CFL light bulbs.

After the County Council meeting on April 19th, there will have a hearing on the Wind Turbine issue and the Rosewood property.

Committee Reports:

Police – Officer Krueger briefed us on the arrest of Brian Robert Edmunds for the murder of Moses Baker of Straw Hat Rd.  A “career burglar” has been arrested for several burglaries in the East Cherry Hill area.

Police Officers Appreciation Day is the first Saturday in June.

Library — Melissa attended the Association of Public Libraries Conference. National Library Week leads up to Customer Appreciation Day on April 16.  The library has been resupplied with recycling bumper stickers.
Old Business:  
Zoning – Giant @ Cherry Vale: Giant’s request for a reduction of parking spaces to allow for the installation of gas pumps has been approved by the zoning commissioner.

Ballard property (former Plinlimmon PUD plans) on Lyons Mill will extend Owings Mills Blvd to Winands. Formal CIM will be later.  The developer, Gaylord Brooks, is looking for approval for 521 town homes of mixed sizes/styles.

New Business: 

A motion was made by Vicki Almond, and 2nd by Norma Bosley, for ROG to write a letter to the County Executive, with a copy to the Office of Planning, to ask for an update on the Metro Center and ask that the library and community college be kept in the plans as originally specified.  The motion carried and the meeting was adjourned at 8:40 pm.
