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Minutes of the June 7, 2010 meeting of ROG at the All Saints Episcopal Church.

The meeting was called to order at 7:35 pm by ROG’s  president, Mary Molinaro.

The minutes of the May 3, 2010 meeting were approved as corrected: The spelling of Jonathan’s last name is corrected to read: Schwartz.

Treasurer’s Report: Our checking account balance is currently at $2,087.92.  Larry Dobres acknowledged a note from Sue Kessler thanking ROG for our contribution of $100 toward Officers’ Appreciation Day. 

Guest Speaker: Senator Zirkin came to the meeting to brief us on the 2010 Legislative Session. Some highlights:

Changes to the sex offender laws increase mandatory minimum sentences, broadens the scope of the sex offender registry—all internet names, aliases, Facebook identifier, etc. must be included in the listing.

“Gang Kingpin law” establishes an additional criminal charge for committing a crime in furtherance of gang activity. Domestic violence—A protective order or peace order that is later found to be unsubstantiated, can now be erased from a person’s record. This is not an automatic process; a judge must grant the order to expunge the record.  The senator announced that Stevenson University has agreed to fund the Phase II assessment of the Rosewood property.

President’s Comments: The public Gunpowder Falls golf course has been closed and will become a parks and recreation location.

The secretary made the motion to cast a unanimous vote for the slate of officers as presented. The motion was 2nd by Noel Levy. The motion was approved.

Committee Reports:

Transportation — The East Cherry Hill Road bridge construction has completely closed a portion of Timbergrove and work is planned to take at least a year.
Police – Officer Krueger reported the first commercial robbery for the year took place at IHOP.

Library — Summer Reading program begins June 21st. The county library budget was approved with no layoffs or cut back in hours!
Zoning — Noel Levy reported that the County Council has not taken any action on the wind turbine issue.

Education — Principals are changing at both Franklin Middle School and Chatsworth.
New Business: A brief discussion took place about hosting an event/forum in the fall for political candidates.

A decision will be delayed until the August meeting.
