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Minutes of the July 12, 2010 meeting of ROG at the All Saints Episcopal Church.

The meeting was called to order at 7:40 pm by ROG’s  president, Mary Molinaro.

The minutes of the June 7, 2010 meeting were approved as written and distributed electronically.

Treasurer’s Report:  Our checking account remains at  $2,087.92.  Larry Dobres presented the year-end accounting report for 7/1/2009 through 6/30/2010. [This begins the new year for officers and the yearly dues for members. New forms for the year 2010/2011 will be distributed shortly.]
President’s Comments:  The Main Street Revitalization Steering  Committee met on June 18 and 19 in preparation for the upcoming 7-day charrette. The next committee meeting is at Long & Foster on Tuesday, 7/27/10 at 7pm.  Mary urged the members to gather ideas from their individual communities and relay to her.

Mary then initiated a discussion about organizing a forum for candidates running for political office. The tentative date is August 23rd from 7 – 9 pm with a location TBA. [Early voting begins September 3, 2010]  Once the location is known, a broadcast email “flyer” will be circulated.  The Community Times and the Owings Mills Times will be notified as well.

Legislative Update:  All three representatives for District 11 Delegates agreed that the delegates are staying on top of the Rosewood issues and the “Middle School” property.

County Council—The wind turbine issue will be discussed at the work session on 7/27/10 at 2 pm.  Bryan McIntire is looking to retool cell tower legislation.

Committees:

Zoning Hearings and Meetings—George Harman attended the CIM on July 7 and reported Ballard Green, formerly Plinlimmon, is now a certified LEED project with 521 units.  This number will include 46 “live/work” townhomes that offer retail space on the ground floor with living space above.  This development will be the first plan to go through the new PUD process in Baltimore County.  The next CIM meeting will be August 4 at Randallstown Community Center at 7 pm.

New Business:

It was reported that water pipe construction/repair work on Butler Rd in Glyndon has begun and is expected to last one year.

Bruce Galanter attended a meeting on 6/23 for the Western Balto County Pedestrian and Bicycle Access Plan.

Consideration is being given to slowing traffic to 35 mph and coordinating the timing of the traffic lights.  The plan now goes to the Balto. County Planning Board.
